1. Presentation of the Certificate of Achievement for Excellence in Financial Reporting,
Fiscal Year 2013-2014. Mayor Ward recognized Assistant City Manager Clay Caruthers
who introduced Managing Director of Finance Paul Brown, who reviewed the criteria for
receiving the Certificate of Achievement.  The Certificate of Achievement for Excellence
in Financial Reporting is the highest form of recognition in governmental accounting and
financial reports.  Mr. Brown also stated the City of Hurst is one of few cities to receive
the award for the last 40 years.

Mayor and Councilmembers expressed their appreciation for a job well done.
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2. Presentation of Comprehensive Annual Financial Report (CAFR) by Rylander, Clay &
Opitz, L.L.C. (RC&O). Mayor Ward recognized Kimberly Perkins with Rylander, Clay
& Opitz who presented the Fiscal Year 2015 Financials, reviewed assets, obligations and
operating expenses, and noted the City received a clean audit opinion. Ms. Perkins noted
the City adopted the new GASB68 that requires recording pensions on the balance sheet
and even after recording pensions as a liability, the City is in an excellent financial
position, which speaks to the City’s funding of plan and the conservative fiscal policy.

In response to Councilmembers’ questions, staff reviewed the services provided by both
external and internal auditors.  Councilmember Wilson stated the Finance Committee met
last week to review the audit. He stated the committee consists of himself, Larry
Kitchens, and Nancy Welton, and they were pleased with the results.

(TCAP) to negotiate a five year Electric Supply Agreement effective January 1, 2018.
Mayor Ward recognized Assistant City Manager Jeff Jones who reviewed the proposed
resolution authorizing negotiated new rates.  He stated the agreement is for five years
starting in 2018 and ending in 2022.  Mr. Jones reviewed various options provided, and
stated staff is recommending Option 1, which is a fixed rate price, which will be no more
than 4.1 kilowats.  He stated the resolution authorized three officials to sign the
negotiated agreement, and staff anticipates a potential savings of $400,000 beginning in
2018.  In response to Councilmembers’ questions, Mr. Jones stated the current rate is
right under 7.5 cents and explained the City’s positive competitive condition due to the
nature of usage.

Councilmember McLendon moved to approve Resolution 1639 authorizing TCAP to
negotiate a five year Electric Supply Agreement effective January 1, 2018.  Motion
seconded by Councilmember Kitchens.

In response to Councilmembers’ questions Mr. Heindel
stated staff expects very limited sediment coming through the channel and that the
landscaping is drought resistant.  He stated the depth of the pond, at the fountain, is

For the last ten years, the City has successfully contracted with a vendor to provide
graphic art services and apparel items as needed for City programs and events,
along with uniform items as needed for various Departments. This annual contract
allows the City to purchase these items at a substantial savings, streamlines the
purchasing process, and shortens the turn-around time needed for delivery of these
apparel items. The current contract has expired.

A set of specifications for graphic art services and apparel items was bid following
the standard City purchasing procedures.  Bid documents were advertised and
distributed to local vendors with 12 vendors responding.  After a full review, the
vendor whose proposal received the best overall rating was BTH Sales and
Marketing, Inc.  BTH Sales & Marketing, Inc., who has been in the apparel business
for over 25 years, is a company with a reputation for apparel items that are
affordable, high quality, and delivered on time.

In order to rehabilitate the existing parking lot and roadways in Chisholm Park, prior
to the official opening of the new aquatic center, staff is recommending the entire
area of pavement in the park be patched as needed, crack sealed as needed, and a
micro-surface slurry seal process be applied.  This should allow the park’s paved
surfaces to maintain a smooth surface and be sealed off from the weather for
another five to seven years.

Based on the City having a cooperative purchase agreement with the City of North

In an effort to maximize the current contract for repairs to the City’s sanitary sewer
infrastructure, staff is requesting that funds, in the amount of $106,134.25, be
transferred from the 2016 Sanitary Sewer Pipe Bursting Project (6916-203) to the
2015 Sanitary Sewer Pipe Bursting Project (6314-202). This would allow, through
Change Order 2, “Alternate H” (1109 Brookside to 613 Patricia) to be added to the
existing contract with Excel 4 Construction, and also allow necessary additional items
to be paid for that were not covered in the original design of the project.

Background/Analysis:

The Federal Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) appropriates
funds to entitlement communities through the HOME Investment Partnership Grant
(HOME) Program.  These funds are targeted to benefit low to moderate income
persons. Funds for 2016 will be used for homeowner rehabilitation only.

The applicant must agree to a 10 year mechanical lien on the property for Homeowner
Rehabilitation.  The maximum amount available per unit is $28,000.  The average
construction budget per unit is between $18,000 and $23,000.

The City Council has approved the matching funds since 2007, and 33 homes have been
completed to this date with a total cost to the City of $189,874 or just over $5,750 per
home from City funds.  There are applications pending approval from residents, in the
City of Hurst, about 80 percent of those from senior citizens. The County cannot
approve these applications without matching funds from the City.

This year HUD is requiring 30% matching funds on all HOME expenditures.  This match
can be generated by City funds, permit fee waivers, impact fee waivers and other ways
that must be approved by the County staff.  The matching funds do not have to be paid
until each project is approved and the County funds are allocated.

The funds must be used to repair major system failures, such as roof, structure,
including exterior wall surfaces if necessary, foundation, plumbing, HVAC, or electrical.
These funds are not used for remodeling or aesthetics alone.

In March 2016, the City will apply for a HOME Program grant.  The City of Hurst
request is for $200,000 in HOME funding, to be expended on HOME eligible activities
within the City’s jurisdiction. The City must commit $60,000 in match contribution,
including eligible in-kind contributions, and fee waivers to affordable housing, for all
activities undertaken through the HOME Program, even though the full amount is
unlikely to be drawn down.
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If a portion of the grant funds are not utilized, the City is not liable for payment.  The
County will administer all aspects of the program, but construction work done in
Hurst will be permitted and inspected by the City.

Funding and Sources:

The funding source is Special Projects.

Recommendation:

Staff recommends that the City Council approve Resolution 1642 authorizing the
city manager to allocate, up to $60,000, as matching funds for the HOME
Program, administered by the Tarrant County Community Development and
Housing Department for projects in Hurst.

Background/Analysis:

The City of Hurst Zoning Ordinance is periodically amended to add or clarify
permitted uses within the zoning sections.  E-cigarette, electronic cigarettes, vaping
devices, and non-traditional smoking related business establishments have grown in
popularity over the past few years.  These uses are not defined in the zoning code,
and have been permitted in zoning districts that allow retail sales.

The proposed ordinance amendments define E-cigarettes and Non-Traditional
Smoking Related Businesses and require a PD (Planned Development) process for
new non-traditional smoking related business to open if these products are the
principal sale.

Many area cities regulate the location of non-smoking related businesses and the
proximity to schools and churches they are allowed.

Proposed Definitions:

(42.1) E-cigarette” or “Electronic Cigarette or “Electronic Smoking Device”
Means any electronic or battery operated device, the use of which resembles
smoking that can be used to deliver inhalable dose of nicotine or other substances by
delivering a vaporized solution.  Including any such smoking device, whether
manufactured, distributed, marketed, or sold as an electronic cigarette, and
electronic cigar, and electronic cigarillo, and electronic pipe, an electronic hookah, or
any other product name of descriptor.
E-cigarette or Electronic Cigarette or Electronic Smoking Device does not include any
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product approved by the United States Food and Drug Administration for use in the
mitigation, treatment, or prevention of disease.

(112.5) Non-Traditional Smoking Related Business
A retail establishment or other business whose principal business is the offering of a
service relating to, or the selling of, renting, exhibiting of products, or devices known
as water pipes, hookahs, electronic cigarettes or electronic vaping devices, steam
stones, hookah pens, or any comparable devices.  For the purpose of this definition,
the term “principal” shall mean over 25% of the volume of sales, rentals, stock in
trade or display areas generated from or devoted to the products or devices
describing herein

Background/Analysis:

Approval of the attached resolution will declare the City’s intent to reimburse future
expenses incurred for (1) repairs and improvements at Hurst’s Recreation Center totaling
$1.5 million excluding issuance costs; and (2) renovations at Hurst’s Central Aquatics
Center totaling $3.5 million excluding issuance costs through the issuance of debt.
Certificates of Obligation, supported by Hurst Community Development Corporation
(HCDC) revenue, will be issued to fund the design, construction and issuance costs of the
debt for the Recreation Center and the Central Aquatics Center. Total project costs are
estimated at $5.2 million, including issuance costs. At the Recreation Center, costs will be
incurred to address the floors and the roof as well as other repairs and improvements
deemed necessary. At the Central Aquatics Center, costs will be incurred to renovate the
aging facilities to alleviate rising maintenance costs and to address safety concerns.

U. S. Treasury regulations require that the City declare its intent to use tax-exempt debt
financing in order to subsequently reimburse itself from the proceeds of  borrowing.   In
accordance with this requirement, the City must adopt the attached resolution declaring
its intent to reimburse itself from the proceeds of the issuance of Certificates of Obligation
for Recreation Center repairs and improvement expenditures and for Central Aquatics
Center renovation expenditures incurred prior to the debt financing.  The condition of the
current facilities support the necessity of these projects.

Funding and Sources:

Funding is available within the HCDC Fund.

Sec. 1.150-2 (the "Regulation"), to fund such reimbursement with
proceeds of tax-exempt obligations, the Issuer must declare its expectation to make
such reimbursement; and

WHEREAS, the Issuer desires to preserve its ability to reimburse the capital expenditures with
proceeds of tax-exempt obligations.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

Section 1. THAT the Issuer reasonably expects to reimburse capital expenditures with respect
to the Projects with proceeds of debt hereafter to be incurred by the Issuer, and that
this resolution shall constitute a declaration of official intent under the Regulation.
The maximum principal amount of obligations expected to be issued for the Project is
$5,200,000.

Background/Analysis:

The State of Texas has constructed and maintained a portion of Lot 9, Block 8, Lot
12, Block 11, and Lot 10, Block 12, Woodcrest Addition, Section 4, behind the sound
walls on the south side of State Highway 183/121. The State of Texas has
determined that said portion of Lot 9, Block 8, Lot 12, Block 11, and Lot 10, Block
12, Woodcrest Addition, Section 4, is no longer needed for the operation of the state
highway system.  The City of Hurst, by passing Resolution 1640, will be agreeing to
assume all maintenance of this property.  Said Lot 9 and 10 may be able to be
replatted and sold to builders for new home construction. The maintenance by the
Texas Department of Transportation and their subcontractors has been minimal and
not up to the City standards expected of all Hurst property owners.  Because of this,
staff is recommending the Council pass Resolution 1640 and accept ownership of this
property once it has been transferred.

Funding and Sources:

No funds are required. Cost for future maintenance will need to be reflected in the
annual budget.

City Manager Review:

Background/Analysis:

The City of Hurst Police Department began working with Tarrant County Mental
Health Mental Retardation (MHMR) in 2008 to identify and help law enforcement
personnel deal with mentally ill citizens.   The Cities of Hurst, Euless and Bedford
have worked in conjunction, for the past several years, on the Mental Health Law
Liaison Project (MHLL).  The program was so successful, in Hurst, that other cities in
Tarrant County became involved with the program.  In 2015, Hurst, Euless and
Bedford dealt with 1,066 mentally ill clients, in 2014 the (3) three cities dealt with
1,004 clients; an increase of 6% percent.  Many of these mentally ill clients have
been able to avoid the criminal justice system due to proactive police involvement.
The Mental Health Coordinator provides training to all (3) three Police Departments
on handling mentally ill citizens and, assists in directing clients with mental illness to
services that are more appropriate than the criminal justice system.  By actively
addressing the mental health issues in the community, law enforcement is able to
reduce calls for service as well as decrease crime.

Funding and Sources:

The City of Hurst received a grant from the Office of the Governor, for a Criminal
Justice Division Grant, in the amount of $80,000, for the Mental Health Coordinator
position, for FY 2015-2016. Another $80,000 is available for FY 2016-2017.
Associated costs, not covered by the grant, will be split equally between the Cities of
Hurst, Euless and Bedford. The City of Hurst portion of the cost, not covered by the
grant, will be funded through the Crime Control District budget.
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Recommendation:

Staff recommends the City Council approve Resolution 1641 authorizing the
police department to apply to the Office of the Governor, Criminal Justice
Division, for the continuation grant, with the cities of Euless and Bedford,
for operational cost of a Mental Health Coordinator position.
