City Manager Review:  

 

Background/Budget Analysis:  

 

 An application has been made by the HEB Independent School District for a site plan 

revision on Lot 1, Block 1 L.D. Bell Addition, being 57.32 acres located at 1601 Brown 
Trail. The school district has requested this site plan revision in order to construct a 

new high school and request a variance for the building height.  

 

The new high school will be constructed in phases and will be located west of the 
current location. The site plan shows the new building location, parking lots, and 

facility locations. The softball fields, baseball fields, indoor athletic facility, and 

football field/track will remain unchanged.  

 

There are no changes to the existing access points on Brown Trail and Pleasantview 

Drive. The main teacher and student parking will be located east of the school. The 

tennis courts and soccer fields will be located on the southeast side of the property. 
There will also be a band and general practice field on the west side of the of the 

creek.   

 

The magnitude of the construction will require 687 caliper inches of trees to be 

removed. These trees are primarily located along Brown Trail. All trees will be 

mitigated onsite and the City has agreed to allow mitigation replacement in the City 

of Bedford along US 183.   

 

The landscape plan shows 51 Chinese Pistache, 21 Shumard Red Oak, 36 High Rise 

Oak, 43 Bald Cypress, 49 Cedar Elm, 37 Lacebark Elm, Easter Redbud, Mexican 
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Plum, Burford Holly, a large variety of shrubs, annuals, decorative grasses, and 

decomposed granite. All landscaping will be irrigated. 

 

There will be new lighting fixtures within the new parking lots and along Pleasantview 

Dr. These fixtures will be shielded and will be required to have zero-foot candles at 

the property line.  

 

The building elevation indicates a two-story building with brown and tan brick, stone 
veneer accents, storefront glass, and metal accents. The main building is 52.7 ft. in 

height with a large tower feature that is 72.6 ft. tall.  

 

They are requesting an L.D. Bell logo on the west and south elevation and the school 
name, logo, and large window sign on the east elevation. They will also replace the 

existing monument sign with a sign that is 8 ft. in height with a 25 sq. ft. LED reader 

board.  

 

There is no fiscal impact. 

 

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:  

 

Consideration of the Special Use Permit is a direct representation of Council’s goal 

for Community and Economic Vitality.
