City Manager Review:

Background/Budget Analysis:

The City of Hurst and Tarrant County College District (TCCD) have fostered a
collaborative arrangement concerning Emergency Management for several years. This
MOU establishes the responsibilities and commitments aimed at ensuring the effective
operation and maintenance of the outdoor warning system located on the TCCD
Northeast Campus. The primary objective is to maintain the outdoor warning system
in optimal working condition. The warning system is integral to the City’s broader
outdoor warning infrastructure and is under the control and operation of the City of
Hurst. All preventative maintenance, equipment costs, and other cost incurred will be
the responsibility of TCCD. The City of Hurst will be responsible for activation, monthly
testing, reporting, and coordinating any changes to the system.

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:

The outdoor warning system partnership is an essential component of community
preparedness and Public Safety initiatives.

Recommendation:

Staff recommends City Council authorize the city manager to enter into an MOU
with Tarrant County College District regarding operation and maintenance of
the outdoor warning system located on the Tarrant County College Northeast
Campus.




MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN
Tarrant County College District and City of Hurst

This Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) is entered into by Tarrant County College
District (“TCCD”) and the City of Hurst, each individually referred to as a “party” and
collectively referred to as the “parties.”

l. Purpose. TCCD has outdoor warning sirens located on its South, Trinity River,
Northwest, Northeast, and Southeast campuses (“TCCD Campuses”). The purpose of this MOU
is to ensure the siren/outdoor warning system {“Warning System™) on TCCD Campuses are in
good working condition. The Warning System is part of the City’s outdoor warning system and
are controlled and operated by the City. This MOU will increase the safety and welfare for
TCCD Students, faculty, staff, and the neighboring community.

2. TCCD Responsibilities. TCCD agrees to do the following:

a. Provide regular associated preventive maintenauce, repair, and radio
system upgrade costs to the Warning System located on TCCD Campuses.
b. Immediately notity the City’s Emergency Management Office or Fire

Department upon discovery of inactive siren related equipment or other issues during
routine maintenance activities.

c. Ensure necessary equipment is supplied and maintained to support
successful the Warning System’s operations.
d. Incur all costs associated with the physical components for the Warning

System installed on TCCD Campuses necessary for successful siren operations. There arc
no expected costs for the City as it relates to the control and activation of the Warning
System located on TCCD Campuses.

3. City’s Responsibilities. The City agrees to do the following:

a. Conduct monthly activation tests {(weather permitting) of the Warning
system located on the TCCD Campus within its municipal boundaries.

b. Continue to include the Warning System located on the TCCD Carmpus
within its municipal boundaries as part of the City’s regular outdoor warning system.

C. Immediately report to TCCD Emergency & Risk Management activation
issues or failures with the Warning System. _

City Manager Review:

Background/Budget Analysis:

An application has been made by Glen Walker with ADP Architecture for a site plan
approval on Lot 11, Block 13 Billy Creek Estates, being 2.80 acres located at 920
West Hurst Boulevard. The property is zoned (General Business Planned
Development).

The applicant is proposing an office warehouse development with five (5) buildings
that are designed as flex space with bay doors for small business office warehouse
use. The property line does not extend to Billy Creek Drive.

There is a 100-foot-wide ONCOR easement crossing the north side of this property.
The developer is working with ONCOR to pave a portion of this area for fire and drive
access. There is no required parking planned in this area.

The developer is requesting a variance for the required six (6) foot masonry
screening wall and 15 ft. landscape buffer adjacent to residential zoning. The
applicant is also requesting a 10 ft. landscape setback along W. Hurst Blvd.

The building elevations indicate textured and smooth Hardie board materials, with
office doors and some windows in the office area. The building height will range from
21 to 24 ft.




The applicant is requesting a building sign for each tenant with 14 sq. ft. and a multi-
tenant monument sign that is 10 ft. tall with 95 sq. ft. of sign area per face. There
is no fiscal impact on this agenda item.

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:

Reviewing the site plan is a direct representation of Council’s goal for Community
and Economic Vitality.
