He stated Archway Hurst Industrial, Ltd is requesting a 

left turn median cut on State Highway 10 and has been in discussions with the TxDOT for 

some time as TxDOT implemented this new procedure.  He explained TxDOT requires the 

City to manage the project and enter into the LOSA and then the City will enter into 

Developer and Escrow Agreement with the developer to ensure funds are available to 

complete the project.  He also noted that even though Council enters into the Developer and 

Escrow Agreement, the Developer still has to go through the development process.

Executive Director of Community Services Kyle Gordon reviewed the Ballfield Lighting 

Project for Hurst Community Park, noting this is Phase 2 of the project involving Field 2 

with approximately six light poles holding 50 fixtures.  Mr. Gordon reviewed the phased 

approach to replace the lighting which is no longer available and utilize any parts available to 

continue maintenance on the existing equipment until the new digital type lights can fully be 

replaced.  Mr. Gordon also noted cost increases on the horizon.  Councilmembers Cobern 

and McKenzie congratulated the staff for their efforts to save tax payer funds trying to field 

their replacement in phases and recycling while also being aware of future price increases.

Background/Budget Analysis:  

 

The City continues to receive calls with concerns about crime related to amusement 

redemption machines, also known as “eight liners,” located primarily in convenience 
stores. Recently, in City of Fort Worth v. Rylie, Court of Appeals Second Appellate 

District of Texas No. 02-17-00185-CV, the Second Court of Appeals of Texas, Fort 
Worth, found that these types of machines were unconstitutional because they are 

illegal lotteries as they require consideration for a chance to win a prize, and that city 
ordinances regulating such machines were not preempted by the Texas Occupation 

Code.  

  

Therefore, staff is recommending approval of this proposed ordinance which prohibits 
amusement redemption machines, gambling devices, and game rooms from 

operating in the City.  

 

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:  

 

In an effort to remain a vibrant community, this ordinance supports the City Council’s 

Strategic Priorities of Public Safety and Community and Economic Vitality.

ORDINANCE 2593 

 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HURST, TEXAS, AMENDING CHAPTER 

12 BY THE ADDITION OF ARTICLE XVI TO PROHIBIT AMUSEMENT 

REDEMPTION MACHINES, GAMBLING DEVICES AND GAME ROOMS; 

CONTAINING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; CONTAINING A CONFLICT 

CLAUSE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND PROVIDING FOR 

PUBLICATION. 

 

 

WHEREAS, in City of Fort Worth v. Rylie, Court of Appeals Second Appellate 

District of Texas No. 02-17-00185-CV, the Second Court of 

Appeals of Texas, Fort Worth, found that electronic gaming 
machines, the gaming redemption machines which includes those 

that are more commonly referred to as “eight-liners”, were 

unconstitutional because they are illegal lotteries as they require 
consideration for a chance to win a prize, and that city ordinances 

regulating such machines were not preempted by the Texas 
Occupation Code; and 

 
WHEREAS, game rooms that operate amusement redemption machines, 

such as but not limited to eight liners, can have a deleterious 
effect on both the existing businesses around them and the 

surrounding residential areas adjacent to them, causing 
increased crime, such as gambling, theft, criminal trespass, 

criminal mischief, and burglary; and 
 

WHEREAS, game rooms that operate amusement redemption machines have 
objectionable operational characteristics contributing to urban 

blight and downgrading the quality of life in the adjacent area; 

and  
 

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to minimize and control these adverse 
effects and thereby protect the health, safety, and welfare of the 

citizens of the City, protect and preserve the quality of life, deter 
the spread of urban blight, and preserve the property values and 

character of the surrounding neighborhoods; and 
 

WHEREAS,  the City Council has determined that it is in the best interest of 
the public health, safety, and welfare to prohibit the operation of 

said electronic gaming and/or gambling devices within the City of 
Hurst; and 
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WHEREAS, the City Council amending Chapter 12 to add Article XVI 
prohibiting amusement redemption machines, gambling devices, 

and game rooms from operating in the City; and  
 

WHEREAS, all Statutory and Constitutional requirements for the passage of 
this ordinance have been adhered to, including but not limited to 

the Open Meetings Act.  
 

 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 

CITY OF HURST, TEXAS; 

 

SECTION 1. That all matters stated hereinabove are found to be true 
and correct and are incorporated herein by reference as if copied in their 

entirety.  
 

SECTION 2.  That Chapter 12, of the Code of the City of Hurst, Texas, 

is hereby amended to add Article XVI prohibiting certain amusement 
redemption machines, gambling devices, and game rooms to read as follows: 

 

(a) Definitions. 

 Amusement Redemption Machine - Any electronic, electromechanical or 
mechanical contrivance, including sweepstakes machines, designed, made 

and adapted solely for bona fide amusement purposes, and that by operation 
of chance or combination of skill and chance affords the user, in addition to 

any right of replay, an opportunity to receive exclusively non-cash 
merchandise, prizes, toys, or novelties, or a representation of a value 

redeemable for those items and is in compliance with Section 47.01 (4) (b) of 
the Texas Penal Code. Amusement Redemption Machine does not include: 

      (1)   A machine that awards the user non-cash merchandise prizes, toys 
or novelties solely and directly from the machine, including claw, crane or 

other similar machines; or 

      (2)   A machine from which the opportunity to receive non-cash 
merchandise prizes, toys or novelties, or a representation of value redeemable 

for those items, varies depending on the user's ability to throw, roll, flip, toss, 
hit or drop a ball or other physical objects into the machine or a part thereof, 

including basketball, golf, bowling or similar machines. A representation of 
value means cash paid under authority of sweepstakes contestants as 

provided by the Tex. Business and Commerce Code § 43, or a gift certificate 
or gift card that is presented to a merchant in exchange for merchandise. 

 
Coin Operated Amusement Machine Arcades - An amusement arcade, also 

known as a video arcade, amusements, arcade, or penny arcade, is a venue 
where people play arcade games, including arcade video games, pinball 
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machines, electro-mechanical games, redemption games, merchandisers 
including claw cranes, or coin-operated billiards or air hockey  

 
Game Room - means a building or facility or other place where one or more 

amusement redemption machines are present.  
 

Gambling Device - means any electronic, electromechanical, or mechanical 
contrivance that for a consideration affords the player an opportunity to obtain 

anything of value, the award of which is determined solely or partially by 
chance, even though accompanied by some skill, whether or not the prize is 

automatically paid by the contrivance. The term includes, but is not limited to, 
gambling device versions of bingo, keno, blackjack, lottery, roulette, video 

poker, or similar electronic, electromechanical, or mechanical games, or 
facsimiles thereof, that operate by chance or partially so, that as a result of 

the play or operation of the game award credits or free games, and that record 

the number of free games or credits so awarded and the cancellation or 
removal of the free games or credits. 

 
(b)  Restrictions, Regulations, and Limitations. 

(1) It shall be an offense for any person, firm, or corporation to 
maintain, display for patronage, or keep for operation by patrons, 

any Amusement Redemption Machine, or Gambling Device. 
(2) It shall be an offense for any person, firm, or corporation to 

operate a Game Room within the City of Hurst, Texas. 
(3) Game Rooms are not permitted in any zoning district of the City 

of Hurst, Texas. 
(4) Nothing contained herein has the effect of, or shall be construed 

to have the effect of, authorizing, permitting, licensing, or legalizing 
any existing or future machine, device, table, gabling device, 

amusement redemption machine, the display, keeping, or operation 

of which is illegal or in violation if any ordinance of this City or any 
law of this State or the Constitution of this State.  

 
(c)  Enforcement. 

(1) A violation of this section or any provision of this section shall 
constitute a misdemeanor and upon conviction thereof the violator 

shall be fined in a sum not to exceed the maximum penalty allowed 
by law. 

(2) A violation of any provision of this section is guilty of a separate 
offense for each day or portion of a day during which the violation is 

continued. Each offense is punishable by a fine not to exceed the 
maximum allowable by law.  

(3) In addition to prohibiting certain conduct by individuals, it is the 
intent of this section to hold a corporation or association criminally 
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responsible for prohibited conduct performed by an agent acting for 
or on behalf of a corporation.  

(4) In addition to the criminal offenses and penalties prescribed, the 
City of Hurst may pursue other remedies such as abatement of 

nuisance, injunctive relief, and revocation of license or permits.  
 

SECTION 3.  That this ordinance shall be cumulative of all provisions 

and ordinances of the City of Hurst, Texas, except all ordinances or any 

parts thereof which conflict with the terms of this ordinance shall be and 

are hereby deemed repealed and of no force and effect.  

SECTION 4. The sections, paragraphs, sentences, clauses, and phrases 

of this ordinance are severable. If any section, subsection, sentence, 

clause, or phrase of this ordinance shall for any reason be held to be invalid, 

such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this 

ordinance.  

SECTION 5. Any person, firm, or corporation that violates enforcement 

of any of the provisions of this ordinance shall be fined not more than the 

maximum allowable by law for each day of the offense. Each day that a 

violation exists shall constitute a separate offense.  

SECTION 6. This ordinance shall take effect and be in full force and effect 

from and after its adoption, and publication as required by law.

Background/Budget Analysis:  

 

Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) appropriates funds to 

entitlement communities through the Home Investment Partnership Grant (HOME) 
Program. These funds are targeted to benefit low to moderate income persons. 

Funds for 2025-2026 will be used for homeowner rehabilitation only.  
 

The applicant must agree to a 10-year mechanical lien on the property for Homeowner 

Rehabilitation. The maximum amount available per unit is $40,000. The average 
construction budget per unit is between $25,000 and $38,000. 

 
The City Council has approved the matching funds since 2007; 53 homes have been 

completed to this date, with a total cost to the City of $500,000 or just over $10,000 
per home from City funds. There are applications pending approval from residents, 

about 80 percent of those from senior citizens. The County cannot approve the 
applications without matching funds from the City. 

 
This year, HUD is requiring 30% matching funds on all HOME expenditures. This match 

can be generated by City funds, permit fee waivers, impact fee waivers, and other ways 
that must be approved by County staff.  The matching funds do not have to be paid until 

each project is approved and the County funds are allocated. 
 

The funds must be used to repair major system failures, such as roofs, structures 

including exterior wall surfaces, and if necessary, foundation, plumbing, HVAC, or 
electrical. These funds are not used for remodeling or aesthetics alone. 

 
In May 2025, the City applied for the HOME Program Grant. The City of Hurst request 

is for $200,000 in HOME funding to be expended on HOME eligible activities within 
the City’s jurisdiction. The City must commit $60,000 in match contribution, 

including eligible in-kind contributions and fee waivers to affordable housing for all 
activities undertaken through the HOME Program even though the full amount is 

unlikely to be drawn down. 
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If a portion of the grant funds are not utilized, the City is not liable for payment. The 

County will administer all aspects of the program, but construction work done in 
Hurst will be permitted and inspected by the City. Funding is available through the 

Special Projects fund. 

 

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:

Recommendation: 

 

Staff recommends City Council approve Resolution 1883 authorizing the city 

manager to allocate up to $60,000, as matching funds for the HOME 
Program, administered by the Tarrant County Community Development and 

Housing Department for projects in Hurst.

SIGN APPLICANT AGREEMENT 

 
THIS AGREEMENT is entered into by New Life Assembly DFW, Hurst Texas 
76053, hereinafter called “Applicant” and the City of Hurst, Texas, hereinafter 
called “City” for the purpose of documenting agreements made by Applicant and 
City to allow development of the Applicant’s sign project at 812 Harrison Lane, 
Hurst, (the “Project”).  
 
For and in consideration of the agreements set forth herein and for City’s 
approval of the Project, subject to the conditions set out herein, Applicant and 
City agree as follows: 
 
1. Applicant is the owner of the property known as Lot A, Block 1 of the 

Assembly of God Addition (the “Property”), which property is located in 
Hurst, Tarrant County, Texas.  

 
2. Applicant agrees to cooperate with the City of Hurst in the installation of a 

new sign at applicant’s Property by meeting with staff on-site as needed to 
work out details of the Sign Project Installation before, during, and after 
installation. 

 
3. Applicant agrees to use Fusion Signs and Graphics, as the contractor to 

build a monument sign that meets the City’s sign ordinance requirements. 
 
4. Applicant agrees to provide the City with a detailed invoice, specifying the 

maximum allowed budget for the Project’s cost. 
 
5. Applicant agrees and will remit to the Fusion Signs & Graphics, in 

advance of issuance of a sign permit, one-half (1/2) of the total cost of the 
Project or $10,000 to include if and as applicable to the Project, sign 
removal and disposal of existing sign(s), any drawings or surveys needed 
for staff review of the Project, the new sign’s masonry base, the new sign 
itself, the provision of electric service, lighting, the addition of a marquee, 
and installation of the new sign. 
 

6. The City agrees to pay the remaining balance of $9,500 to Fusion Sign & 
Graphics after the project completion and a final inspection from the City.  

 
7. The City agrees to expeditiously process the Applicant’s Project by 

ordering the agreed upon sign and issuing notice to proceed to the 
authorized contractor and to supervise, administer, and inspect installation 
and construction on the owner’s property. 

 
8. Standard Indemnity Provisions.  Applicant shall waive indemnify, defend 

and hold harmless City and all of its officials, officers, agents, consultants, 
employees and invitees in both their public and private capacities, from 
any and all liability, claims, suits, demands or causes of action, including 
all expenses of litigation and/or settlement which may arise by injury to 
property or person occasioned by error, omission, intentional or negligent 
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act of Applicant, its officers, agents, consultants, employees, or invitees, 
arising out of or in connection with this Agreement, on or about the 
Property, and Applicant will, at its own cost and expense, defend and 
protect City and all of its officials, officers, agents, consultants, employees 
and invitees in both their public and private capacities, from any and all 
such claims and demands.  Also, Applicant agrees to and shall indemnify, 
defend and hold harmless City and all of its officials, officers, agents, 
consultants, and employees in both their public and private capacities 
from and against  any and all claims, losses, damages, causes of action, 
suit and liability of every kind, including all expenses of litigation, court 
costs and attorneys’ fees for injury to or death of any person or for any 
damage to any property arising out of or in connection with this 
Agreement.  This indemnity shall apply whether the claims, suits, losses, 
damages, causes of action or liability arise in whole or in part from the 
intentional acts or negligence of Applicant or any of its officers, officials, 
agents, consultants, employees, or invitees, whether said negligence is 
contractual, comparative negligence, concurrent negligence, gross 
negligence or any other form of negligence.  City shall be responsible only 
for City’s sole negligence.  Provided, however, that nothing contained in 
this Agreement shall waive City’s defenses or immunities under Section 
101.001 et seq. of the Texas Civil Practice and Remedies Code or other 
applicable statutory or common law.  Notwithstanding anything herein to 
the contrary, the obligations of Applicant pursuant to this Paragraph 4 
shall expire on the date of the acceptance (or deemed acceptance) by City 
of the sign and landscape modifications.  

 
9. Standard Indemnity Against Design Defects.  Approval of the City 

Engineer or other City employee, official, consultant, employee, officer, 
City Council member, or Planning and Zoning Commissioner of any plans 
(including operational plans), designs or specifications submitted by 
Applicant under this Agreement shall not constitute or be deemed to be a 
release of the responsibility and liability of Applicant, its engineer, 
contractors, employees, officers, or agents for the accuracy and 
competency of their design and specifications.  Such approval shall not be 
deemed to be an assumption of such responsibility or liability by City for 
any defect in the design and specifications prepared by the consulting 
engineer, his officers, agents, servants, or employees, it being the intent of 
the parties that approval by the City Engineer or other City employee, 
official, consultant, or officer signifies City’s approval of only the general 
design concept of the improvements to be constructed.  In this connection, 
Applicant shall indemnify and hold harmless City, its officials, officers, 
agents, servants, and employees, from any loss, damage, liability or 
expense on account of damage to property and injuries, including death, 
to any and all persons which may arise out of any defect, deficiency or 
negligence of the engineer’s designs and specifications incorporated into 
any improvements constructed in accordance therewith, and Applicant 
shall defend at his own expense any suits or other proceedings brought 
against City, its officials, officers, agents, servants or employees, or any of 
them, on account thereof, to pay all expenses and satisfy all judgments 
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which may be incurred by or rendered against them, collectively or 
individually, personally or in their official capacity, in connection herewith.  

 
10. This Agreement may be executed in multiple counterparts, each of which 

shall be deemed an original but all of which together shall constitute one 
and the same instrument.
