I. Call to Order - The meeting was called to order at 5:03 p.m. 
 

The work session items were discussed in the following order:  II, VII, VIII, IX, IX, IV, V, VI, X 
and XI and the remaining items were not discussed. 
 

II. Informational Items 

 Update and discussion of upcoming Calendar Items – City Manager Caruthers noted 
the June 2, 2025 Education Foundation Culinary Art Program, noting a grant award by 
the foundation for $1500 sponsored by the Hurst Conference Center.  He noted the 
upcoming ICSC Conference that he and Executive Director of Economic Development 
Chris Connolly plan to attend. 

 Update and discussion of Northeast Mall outdoor events – City Manager Caruthers 
noted his administrative approval of an upcoming event, May 9–19 based on Council’s 
guidelines in their 380 agreement. He stated with the cancellation of the last meeting he 
approved so they could move forward and future events will come to Council. 

 Update and discussion regarding planning 2025 Certificate of Obligations for 

streets, drainage, water and wastewater repair and maintenance – Assistant City 
Manager Clayton Fulton reviewed plans to issue Certificates of Obligation this summer 
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reviewing the debt policy, capacity and timeline for issuance of debt for infrastructure 
improvements.   

 Update and discussion of Utility Box Art program – Executive Director of Community 
Services Kyle Gordon briefed Council on Phase III of the Utility Box Art program 
showing pictures of the top finalist.  He stated 50 submissions were received with 62 
designs and 12 finalists were selected. 

 Update and discussion of possible amendments to Chapter 14 of Hurst Code of 

Ordinance – Offenses and miscellaneous provisions – City Manager Caruthers noted 
police department comments regarding sex offenders and proximity to schools and 
reviewed pros and cons to creating an ordinance for Council consideration regarding 
distance requirements. He noted the city is currently following state law and that any 
additional restrictions would not be applied to any existing residencies.  He stated staff 
will bring a draft ordinance for Council consideration in the future.

Executive Director of Planning and Development Michelle Lazo briefed Council on the sign 
replacement agreement with New Life Assembly DFW for sign replacement on Lot A, Block 
1, Assembly of God Addition, located at 812 Harrison Lane noting they are requesting $9500 
with payment going to the sign company, not the church.

Executive Director of Economic Development Chris Connolly briefed Council on the 
proposed change order with Fast General Contracting, LLC for the Hurst Conference Center 
4-office addition noting Ron Hobbs Architects originally intended for the sliding glass doors 
in meeting room 6 to remain locked and be tinted black.  He explained the other side of the 
former exit will now reveal a wall and staff has safety concerns if someone is trying to exit 
during an emergency and believe this to be a door. He noted the change order proposed cost 
approximately $8300 to complete.

CE.  Ms. Wilson provided pictures and overview of code violations, timeline, 
communication with the owners, and actions to date regarding each of the homes.

Assistant City Manager Malaika Marion Farmer briefed Council on the proposed ordinance 
amending Chapter 12, Article XV Massage Establishments noting the number of 
establishment staff is currently having issues of noncompliance.  Building Official Tanya 
Wilson noted through enforcement efforts staff discovered the proposed updates to the 
current ordinance will provide additional effectiveness noting requiring a licensed therapist 
to be onsite at all times, elimination of bathing facilities, bedroom furniture, or any furniture 
that may be used for living quarters among other additional regulations.

City Secretary Rita Frick provided a handout of the proposed amendments and briefed 
Council on the proposed amendments as had previously been discussed during Council’s 
strategic planning process.

Consider authorizing the city manager to execute contract Amendment No. 1 to existing 
contract with Burgess & Niple, Inc. to add engineering design and survey services for the 
abandonment of existing 16” waterline and replace it with new 12” waterline along

Executive Director of Public Works Robert Sauceda briefed Council on the proposed 
contract amendment noting the original emergency repair and contract authorized by 
Council.  He noted to be proactive, staff identified the line replacement could by 12” instead 
of 16” and also provide better water quality.

Consider authorizing the city manager to purchase network infrastructure equipment and 
services via an authorized partner utilizing collaborative purchasing contracts

Assistant City Manager Clayton Fulton briefed Council on the proposed network 
infrastructure equipment and services purchase noting the current system is 14 years old and 
needs to be replaced after running every day all day during that time.  He also briefed 
Council on the proposed contract with Waypoint Solutions to provide data backup services 
including tow devices and restore by the company.  In response to Council questions, staff 
advised the initial contract period is 5-years, not 7 as noted in the packet.

12. Conduct a Public Hearing and consider the repair, removal, or demolition of all 

improvements at 916 Zelda Drive, Hurst, Texas 76053, and legally described as Glenn View 

Addition, Block 7, Lot 14 

 

Mayor Wilson announced the public hearing to consider the repair, removal, or demolition of 

all improvements at 916 Zelda Drive, Hurst, Texas 76053, and legally described as Glenn 

View Addition, Block 7, Lot 14 and recognized Building Official Tanya Wilson.  Ms. 

Wilson reviewed the history of code enforcement violations as outlined in the packet.  She 

reviewed a time-line of events beginning in May 2024 and liens filed to date.  Ms. Wilson 

showed pictures of the various violations to Chapter 5 of the Code of Ordinances.    

 

Mayor Wilson recognized current owner, Monica Chavez, 13766 Bandera Ranch Ct., 

Roanoke, Texas 76262 who stated this is the first home to buy herself and to try rehab. She 

indicated she has hired a new contractor and they are very positive they can help her rehab.   

 

There being no one else to speak, Mayor Wilson closed the public hearing. 

 

In response to Council questions, Ms. Wilson stated there have been break-ins to the home, 

which they had to board to secure and that the timeline began in August 2024 when code 

discovered work being done without permits.   She noted numerous attempts to communicate 

with Ms. Chavez, meetings between staff and contractors to access the home and periods of 

time with no responses from Ms. Chavez.  

 

As stated by the city attorney, Councilmember Miller moved to adopt and approve an order 

as follows:  1) Adopting the proposed findings regarding this Property as presented by City 

staff in the Agenda Packet.  2) Based on those findings, order that the Owner(s) of the 

Property: A. Complete the repair or demolition of the structure(s) on the Property no later 

than June 13, 2025.  B. Put the Property Owner(s) on notice that if the Property is not 

brought into full compliance by the June 13, 2025, deadlines the City Council may consider 

the assessment of civil penalties of up to $1,000 per day for each day of non-compliance.  C. 

Order the Owner(s) to appear at the June 24 meeting of the City Council.  Motion seconded 

by Councilmember Meeks. Motion prevailed by the following vote:

Mayor Wilson announced the public hearing to consider the repair, removal, or demolition of 

all improvements at 1016 Mountain Terrace, Hurst, Texas, 76053, and legally described as 
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Woodland Park Townhomes Addition, Block 1, Lot 67 and Part of CE and recognized 

Building Official Tanya Wilson.  Ms. Wilson reviewed the history of code enforcement 

violations.  She reviewed a timeline of events noting the case was reinitiated in 2022 for 

multiple violations as outlined in the packet.  Ms. Wilson showed pictures of the various 

violations to Chapter 5 of the Code of Ordinances.  

 

Mayor Wilson recognized Jay Brumbaugh, 200 Highland Road, Springtown, Texas 76082 

who stated he is representing the owner.  In response to Mr. Brumbaugh’s questions 

regarding notice, City Attorney Matthew Boyle stated the City of Hurst complied with the 

notification requirements.  Mr. Brumbaugh expressed his belief that actions taken to date on 

this property were in violation of the US Constitution regarding due process.  He reviewed 

family holdings, and expressed staff violated due process and committed theft by removing 

property and presented written demands regarding this case noting the health and harm to his 

mother.  Mr. Brumbaugh also noted attorney Don Campbell.   

 

There being no one else to speak, Mayor Wilson closed the public hearing. 

 

In response to Council questions, Ms. Wilson reviewed the timeline for the case and the 

discovery in 2020 of junk vehicles, unclean pool, rubbish, and unsanitary interior with no 

water.  She noted contact with Adult Protective Services and attempts to help resolve the 

issues.

City Manager Review:  

 

Background/Budget Analysis:  

 

In February 2022, the City Council approved new regulations for massage 

establishments by adding language in Chapter 12, “Business Licenses.” The goal was 

to better regulate existing massage establishments by performing annual inspections 
of the facilities as permitted by the Texas Occupations Code. Since then, Building 

Inspections has partnered with the Fire and Police Departments to perform these 
inspections to ensure full compliance before issuing the annual license for each 

massage establishment in the City.   

 

After conducting these inspections, staff is requesting additional clarifications to the 
ordinance to ensure our citizens’ safety and prevent crime, human trafficking, and 

other activities that are illegal for a licensed massage establishment. The proposed 
ordinance revisions include prohibiting bathing facilities, bedroom furniture, or any 

furniture that may be used for living quarters. It also provides that for any massage 
establishment whose permit has been previously revoked for 180 days and is re-

issued a permit, in the event of a subsequent permit revocation, that revocation would 

be effective for one year. 

 

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:  

 

In an effort to remain a vibrant community, this ordinance supports the City Council’s 

Strategic Priorities of Public Safety and Community and Economic Vitality. 

 

Recommendation: 

 

Staff recommends City Council approve Ordinance 2594, second reading, which 

amends Chapter 12, Article XV Massage Establishments. 



ORDINANCE 2594 

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CITY OF HURST CODE OF 

ORDINANCES AMENDING CHAPTER 12 ARTICLE XV MASSAGE 

ESTABLISHMENTS; PROVIDING A PENALTY; PROVIDING THAT THIS 

ORDINANCE SHALL BE CUMULATIVE OF ALL ORDINANCES; 

CONTAINING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN 

EFFECTIVE DATE 

WHEREAS, the City of Hurst has experienced serious issues related to 

massage establishments in the City including unlicensed practitioners, 

prostitution, and other criminal acts; and 

WHEREAS, based on the number and seriousness of issues related to 

massage establishments, the City of Hurst previously amended its Zoning 

Ordinance to eliminate massage establishments as a permitted use; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council previously adopted Chapter 12, Article XV of the 

Code to regulate grandfathered massage establishments; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council deems it necessary to amend Article XV to 

enhance the standards and to provide more clarity to the process and 

treatment of violations; and 

WHEREAS, the City is authorized by law to adopt the provisions contained 

herein, and has complied with all the prerequisites necessary for the passage 

of this ordinance; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that the amendment to the Hurst 

Code of Ordinances herein made is in the best interest of the health, safety, 

and general welfare of the citizens of the City of Hurst; and 

WHEREAS, all statutory and constitutional requirements for the passage of 

this ordinance have been adhered to, including, but not limited to the Open 

Meetings Act. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 

CITY OF HURST, TEXAS; 

SECTION 1:  THAT the facts and recitations set forth hereinabove are hereby 

found to be true and correct and are incorporated herein into this Ordinance. 
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SECTION 2:  THAT the City of Hurst Code of Ordinances Chapter 12, Licenses 

and Business Regulations, Article XV “Massage Establishments,” is amended 

and replaced in its entirety to read as follows: 

  “ARTICLE XV. MASSAGE ESTABLISHMENTS 
 

DIVISION 1. GENERALLY 

 
Section 12-760 Definitions. 

 

As used in this article, the following words, terms and phrases, shall have the 

meanings ascribed to them in this section, unless the context of their usage 

clearly indicates a different meaning:  

Administrator means the building official of the city or any person designated 

by the city manager to administer the provisions of this article. 

Massage or massage therapy means and includes any process consisting in 

kneading, rubbing or otherwise manipulating the skin of the body of an 

individual, either with the hand, or by means of electrical instruments, 

devices, or apparatus, or other special apparatus, but shall not include 

massage by duly licensed physicians and chiropractors, registered physical 

therapists who treat only patients recommended by a licensed physician and 

who operate only under such physicians' direction, or massage of the face 

practiced by duly licensed personnel of beauty parlors or barbershops.  

Massage establishment means any building, room, place, or any 

establishment whose business includes advertising or offering a massage or 

other massage services upon the human body for compensation by any person 

whether with or without the use of mechanical, therapeutic or bathing devices, 

and shall include Turkish bathhouses. This term shall not include beauty 

parlors or barbershops duly licensed by the state, or licensed hospitals, 

medical clinics, or licensed physical therapy facilities or establishments 

wherein registered physical therapists treat only patients recommended and 

referred by a licensed physician and operate only under such physician's 

direction.  

Massage therapist means a person who practices massage therapy or 

administers massages or other massage services to a client for compensation. 

The term includes a licensed massage therapist, therapeutic massage 
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practitioner, massage technician, masseur, masseuse, myotherapist, body 

massager, body rubber, or any derivation of those titles. 

Other massage services include any services offered or performed for 

compensation at a massage establishment that involve physical contact with 

a client, and may include the use of oil, salt glow, a heat lamp, a hot and cold 

pack or the meaning ascribed in Section 455.001 of the Texas Occupations 

Code.  

Crime of moral turpitude means any crime involving dishonesty, fraud, deceit, 

misrepresentation, or deliberate violence, or an act of baseness, vileness, or 

shameless conduct that shows a moral indifference to the social duties which 

an individual owes to his or her community.  

Licensee means the person or entity licensed by the State of Texas through 

the Texas Department of State Health Services to operate a massage 

establishment. The term "licensee" shall also include operator. 

Section 12-761 - Applicability.  
 

This article shall not apply to:  

(1)   An establishment or person that holds a license, permit, certificate, or 

other credential issued by this state under law other than Chapter 455 

of the Texas Occupations Code; and offers or performs massage therapy 

under the scope of that credential; 

(2) A place of business where a licensed massage therapist practices as a 

solo practitioner in a manner consistent with Chapter 455 of the Texas 

Occupations Code; or  

(3)  A place of business where an acupuncturist, athletic trainer, 

chiropractor, cosmetologist, midwife, nurse, occupational therapist, 

perfusionist, physical therapist, physician, physician assistant, 

podiatrist, respiratory care practitioner, or surgical assistant licensed or 

certified in this state employs or contracts with a licensed massage 

therapist to provide massage therapy as a part of the person's practice.  

DIVISION 2. PERMIT 
 

Sec. 12-765. - Permit required.  
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(a)  No person shall operate a massage establishment without a valid 

unexpired permit issued by the administrator. A licensed massage 

therapist that is registered at multiple massage establishments in the 

City of Hurst cannot be the only licensed massage therapist for a 

massage establishment while the establishment is open. 

(b) No person may obtain a permit to operate a massage establishment 

without first having provided proof of valid and current licenses issued 

by the State of Texas, in accordance with Chapter 455 of the Texas 

Occupations Code, for any massage therapist employed by the massage 

establishment and for the massage establishment. It shall be unlawful 

for any person to operate a massage establishment after such licenses 

have been revoked, or during a period for which such licenses have been 

suspended.  

(b)  Such permit shall be issued only upon validation of all state licenses and 

requirements, upon the payment of all fees required by this article, and 

upon approval of the administrator.  

(c)  A permit granted under this article shall expire 12 months from the date 

of issuance. A permit to operate a massage establishment will not be 

renewed if there has not been at least one annual inspection by the 

administrator within the previous twelve months evidencing compliance 

with state licensing requirements for massage therapists and massage 

establishments as well as all applicable city ordinances and regulations.  

Sec. 12-766. - Massage establishment license display.  

(a)  A massage establishment shall be licensed by the Texas Department of 

State Health Services in accordance with state laws and regulations 

governing massage establishments. The license holder shall display 

such license in a prominent location in the massage establishment and 

make a copy of such license easily accessible and available for inspection 

by the public.  

(b)  Each licensed massage establishment must notify each client of the 

name, mailing address, and telephone number of the Texas Department 

of State Health Services for the purpose of directing complaints to the 

department. This information must be provided on a sign displayed in a 

prominent location in the massage establishment.  
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Sec. 12-767. - Authorization for criminal background checks.  

After an application has been made for a permit to operate a massage 

establishment, the administrator shall verify with the Texas Department of 

State Health Services that the applicant has successfully passed a background 

check acceptable to the department. In the event the Texas Department of 

State Health Services has not conducted a criminal history background check 

at the time of application for the permit, the administrator, in his or her 

discretion, may conduct a criminal history background check on the applicant, 

owner, operator, or investor in the massage establishment. An applicant is not 

eligible for a permit if the applicant, in the five years preceding the date of the 

application, has been finally convicted of a misdemeanor involving moral 

turpitude or any felony.  

Sec. 12-768. - Employee list and licenses.  

At the time of making application for the permit to operate a massage 

establishment, the applicant shall submit to the administrator, the names and 

addresses of all employees of the massage establishment for which a permit 

is sought, a copy of the current State of Texas massage therapy license for 

each massage therapist, and a copy of the State of Texas massage 

establishment license for the establishment.  

Sec. 12-769. - Fees; refund.  

(a) The fee for the original permit and renewal shall be as established in the 

adopted fee schedule for each such massage establishment. No refund of 

registration fees shall be made.  

Sec. 12-770. - Issuance or revocation of permit.  

(a)  The administrator may deny an application for, or revoke any, permit 

issued under this article if the applicant or holder of such permit or the 

owner, operator, manager, or employee of any massage establishment 

in the city commits any of the following acts or fails to comply with or 

meets any of the following requirements:  

(1)  Prior or subsequent final conviction in any court of a misdemeanor 

involving moral turpitude or any felony.  
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(2)  Prior or subsequent final conviction of, entering a plea of nolo 

contendere or guilty to, or receiving deferred adjudication for an offense 

involving prostitution or any other sexual offense.  

(3)  The occurrence at the massage establishment of any act or 

conduct in violation of this article.  

(4)  Massaging genital organs, sex organs, or private parts of the 

human body, including but not be limited to the male and female genital 

areas, female breasts, and the area of the human buttocks.  

(5)  Failure to submit current state licenses for the massage 

establishment and any massage therapist operating at the massage 

establishment.  

(6)  Failure to properly register a customer or maintain a customer 

registration ledger as required by applicable state law.  

(7)  Knowingly permitting a customer to provide false registration 

information.  

(8)  Violation of the hours of operation as set forth in this article.  

(9)  Prohibiting entrance to the administrator or a law enforcement 

officer for the purpose of inspection of the licensed premises or the 

books or records required to be kept by this article.  

(10)  Failure to provide the required books or records for inspection as 

required by this article or applicable state law.  

(11)  Performing any massage procedure, service or treatment, or 

asking or collecting a charge for same, other than the services displayed 

as required by this article.  

(12)  Violation of any of the sanitary requirements set forth in this 

article.  

(13)  Failure to display a list of services performed in the massage 

establishment as required by this article.  

(14)  Failure to pass an inspection conducted by the administrator or 

other designated officer in accordance with this article.  
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(15)  Any time a massage establishment is open and operating a 

licensed massage therapist must be onsite. 

(16) The Certificate of Occupancy shall be revoked for any massage 

establishment when the establishment and/or location has been 

inactive, closed, inoperable, suspended, and/or anything of the like, for 

a period of six (6) months or more. 

(b)  The administrator, or other officer as designated by the city manager, 

shall notify the applicant or licensee in writing of the decision to deny 

issuance or revoke a permit and list the reasons for such denial or 

revocation. The decision of the administrator shall be final, unless, 

within ten days of notice of the administrator's decision, the applicant 

or licensee files an appeal in writing and provides sufficient evidence 

that such action causing the violation or conduct has been cured. If such 

violation has been cured to the satisfaction of the administrator, or other 

designated officer, then the permit shall be promptly reinstated. If after 

a ten-day cure period, such violation or conduct is not cured to the 

satisfaction of the administrator or other designated officer, the 

applicant or licensee should be informed in writing of the denial and such 

denial or revocation shall become final, unless appealed in writing to the 

city manager within ten days. The city manager shall review the 

evidence and render a decision within thirty days of receipt of an appeal. 

The decision of the city manager shall be final.  

(c) A permit holder whose permit has been revoked may be re-issued a 

permit only upon full compliance with this Ordinance and further as 

follows: 

(1) If a permit has been revoked once within a twelve-month period, 

the permit holder may not be re-issued a permit until after the 

expiration of 30 days from the date of revocation. 

 (2) If a permit has been revoked twice within a twelve-month period, 

the permit holder may not be issued a permit until after the expiration 

of 90 days from the date of revocation. 

 (3) If a permit has been revoked three times within a twelve-month 

period, the permit holder may not be issued a permit until after the 

expiration of 180 days from the date of revocation. 
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(d) For the purposes of subsection (c), the date of revocation is deemed to 

be the date the permit revocation becomes final pursuant to subsection 

(b). 

(e)  For any massage establishment whose permit has been revoked for 180 

days and is re-issued a permit, in the event of a subsequent permit 

revocation, such revocation shall be effective for one (1) year.  

(f) This section shall not prevent any applicant or licensee from complying 

with any other city code, ordinance, rule, regulation, or applicable state 

law governing zoning or certificates of occupancy.  

Sec. 12-771. - Inspection of massage establishments, fees. 

(a) No permit will be issued without an annual inspection of the massage 

establishment conducted by the administrator to ensure compliance with 

this article. The fee for the annual inspection shall be as established in 

the adopted fee schedule for each such massage establishment. No 

refund of inspection fees shall be made. 

(b)  The administrator shall be authorized to inspect any massage 

establishment to determine or ensure compliance with the provisions of 

this article during the hours of operation of the massage establishment.  

(c)  Whenever necessary to inspect or enforce any of the provisions of this 

article, the administrator may enter the building or premises at all 

reasonable times during the hours of operation to conduct any duty 

authorized by this article. If the building or premises are occupied, the 

administrator must present proper credentials and request entry. If the 

building or premises are unoccupied, the administrator must make a 

reasonable effort to locate the owner or other persons having charge or 

control of the building or premises and request entry. If entry is refused, 

or, if the owner or other person having charge or control of the building 

or premises cannot be located, the administrator may exercise any and 

all enforcement powers granted by law to secure entry.  

(d)  The administrator reserves the right, and shall be authorized to, enter 

the premises at any time to inspect the massage establishment, if in the 

sole discretion of the administrator, an inspection is required to protect 

the public health, sanitation, or safety.  
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Sec. 12-772. - Enforcement; penalty for violation.  

(a)  The administrator shall have primary responsibility for enforcing all 

provisions of this article. Other officers of the city, as designated by the 

city manager and administrator, shall share responsibility for enforcing 

the provisions of this article.  

(b)  The city may exercise any and all enforcement powers granted by law 

in enforcing the provisions of this article.  

(c)  Any person or corporation who violates any of the provisions of this 

article or fails to comply with any of the requirements thereof shall be 

guilty of a misdemeanor and subject to a fine not to exceed two 

thousand dollars ($2,000). Each day that a violation is permitted to exist 

shall constitute a separate offense. Any association, partnership, or 

corporation that violates this article shall be guilty of a health and 

sanitation misdemeanor and subject to such fine.  

 
DIVISION 3. GENERAL STANDARDS 

 

Sec. 12-776 - General standards.  

The following are standards for the operation of any massage establishment. 

It shall be unlawful for any license holder, owner, operator, or manager of a 

massage establishment to do or commit any of the following prohibited acts, 

fail to comply with the following standards, or knowingly permit any employee 

to do so. It shall further be unlawful for any employee or customer of a 

massage establishment to do or commit any of the following prohibited acts 

or fail to comply with the following standards, where herein imposed upon 

them.  

(1)  A massage therapist shall be clothed from the shoulders to the knees at 

all times while at the premises.  

(2)  A customer’s buttocks and genitals shall be covered, at a minimum, at 

all times during massage therapy, or while receiving other massage 

services. 

(3)  A massage establishment shall only operate between the hours of 8:00 

a.m. to 9:00 p.m. (hours of operation). During all hours of operation, a 
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registered licensed massage therapist must be onsite at the premises of 

a massage establishment. 

(4)  Doors into areas or rooms where massage therapy is performed shall 

remain unlocked at all times.  

(5)  A massage establishment shall not include any place or room that could 

be construed either directly or indirectly as living or sleeping quarters.  

(6)  A detailed list of the various massage procedures, treatment, and 

services performed in the massage establishment and the respective 

charge or cost for each shall be in writing and displayed in a prominent 

location in the massage establishment and made easily accessible and 

available for inspection by the public.  

(7)  No massage establishment shall contain or include bathing facilities 

(including but not limited to bathtub(s), shower(s), and other similar 

bathing facilities), bedroom furniture, or any furniture that may be used 

for living quarters. Any massage establishment with such facilities shall 

have them removed as a prerequisite to the renewal or reinstatement 

of any massage establishment permit. A massage establishment shall 

not provide any bathing or shower services as a part of massage therapy 

or other massage services. This includes the use of bathhouses, table 

showers, cabinet baths, the use of tubs or showers, or any similar 

services.  

(8) A massage establishment owner/operator shall be responsible for 

educating any new employee(s) prior to the first day of employment 

regarding the requirements of this Ordinance. The owner must update 

the Massage Establishment Registration on the City’s permitting portal 

and also timely remove any former employees within ten (10) days of 

their change in status.  

Sec. 12-777. - Employee lists.  

The manager, operator, or person in charge of a massage establishment shall 

maintain, on the premises, a list of the names and addresses of all employees, 

as required by the Texas Department of State Health Services. The list shall 

be readily available for inspection upon the request of the administrator or 

any law enforcement officer. The list must include the following information 
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for each employee: TDLR license, valid photo identification, address, and 

phone number. 

Sec. 12-778. - Access.  

All massage establishments operating under the authority of this article are 

declared public places, and during hours of operation, shall not have the doors 

to the entrances or exits of the massage establishment locked or obstructed 

in any way to prevent free ingress and egress of people. However, such doors 

may be closed.  

Sec. 12-779. - Sanitary requirements.  

(a) General requirements. Each massage establishment shall be maintained 

in accordance with applicable state sanitary and health codes and 

regulations governing massage establishments.  

(b)  Hand washing. All massage therapists and operators at a massage 

establishment shall wash their hands thoroughly before administering 

massage manipulations to any customer.  

Sec. 12-780. - Registration of customers.  

(a)  The manager, operator, or other person in charge of a massage 

establishment shall maintain a complete written daily register listing the 

name, address, phone number, and type of identification provided for 

each customer. A current driver's license or other government-issued 

identification containing descriptive information consistent with the 

physical characteristics of such customer shall be satisfactory personal 

identification in verifying the name and address of the customer.  

(b)  It shall be unlawful for any customer to give false identification as to 

name or address. It shall further be unlawful for the manager, operator 

or employees to knowingly permit a customer to give a false name or 

address.  

(c) The daily register must be kept and maintained at the licensed 

establishment for two years. It shall be made available to the 

administrator or a law enforcement officer for inspection upon request 

at any time during the hours of operation of the massage establishment.  
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(d)  Licensees must provide an initial consultation to each client prior to the 

first massage session and obtain the signature of the client on a 

consultation document, as required by the Department of State Health 

Services. The consultation document must be maintained as required by 

the Texas Administrative Code.  

 
SECTION 10:  THAT any person intentionally, knowingly, recklessly, or with 

criminal negligence violating any of the provisions of this ordinance shall be 
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction thereof shall be fined 

an amount not to exceed Two Thousand Dollars ($2,000).  Each day such 
violation shall be allowed to continue shall constitute a separate violation and 

be punishable hereunder. 
 

SECTION 11:  THAT this Ordinance shall be cumulative of all provisions of the 
Code of Ordinances of the City of Hurst, except where the provisions of this 

Ordinance are in direct conflict with the provisions of such ordinances and 

such Code, in which event conflicting provisions of such ordinances and such 
Code are hereby repealed.

that the phrases, clauses, sentences, paragraph or section of this Ordinance 
shall be declared unconstitutional by the valid judgment  or decree of any 

court of competent jurisdiction, such unconstitutionality shall not affect any of 
the remaining phrases, clauses, sentences, paragraphs and sections of this 

Ordinance, since the same would be been enacted by the City Council without 
the incorporation in this Ordinance of any such unconstitutional phrase, 

clause, sentence, paragraph or section. 
 

SECTION 13:  THAT all rights and remedies of the City of Hurst are expressly 
saved as to any and all violations of the provisions of any ordinances in the 

Code of Ordinances of the City of Hurst that have accrued at the time of the 

effective date of this Ordinance; and, as to such accrued violations and all 
pending litigation, both civil and criminal, whether pending in court or not, 

under such ordinances, same shall not be affected by this Ordinance but may 
be prosecuted until final disposition by the courts. 

 
SECTION 14:  THAT this ordinance shall be in full force and effect upon final 

approval.

Background/Budget Analysis:  

 

The Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) has established the 

Transportation Alternative Grant Program to support the development and 

construction of non-motorized transportation networks. In January 2025, the City 
applied for funding to create a citywide Active Transportation Plan and identified a 

high-priority corridor. By April 2025, TxDOT selected the City’s application to 

advance to phase two of the application process. 

 

As part of the phase two application, the City must formally support the project by 

adopting a resolution that commits to a local match of funds amounting to 20% of 
the total project cost. The estimated cost for the planning documents is $642,500, 

with the City’s contribution valued at $128,500. If the City’s application is approved 
and the project is awarded, an Advanced Funding Agreement will be required in 

the fall. 

 

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:  

 

In an effort to remain a vibrant community, this project addresses the City 

Council’s Strategic Priorities for Community and Economic Vitality, 

Infrastructure, and Public Safety by developing a planning document to guide 

the development of future non-motorized transportation alternatives.

Background/Budget Analysis:  

 

During the Council’s strategic retreat, staff discussed various capital needs, including 

the relocation of Fire Station 3. As you know, the City recently purchased land off of 

Holder Driver as for a future relocation. Chief Craft has worked with our facilities team 
to make repairs where possible to Station 3; however, a rebuild of the station is 

reasonable given the age and condition of the building. Based upon the current 
location, station needs, and the adjacent flood plain, a rebuild in the current location 

would not expand the bays to accommodate current needs.   

 

Total costs to build a new station are currently estimate between $9 million and $10 
million. Staff is currently working with an architect for preliminary designs and cost 

estimates. If approved, the attached reimbursement resolution will allow the City to 
be reimbursed for the land expenditure of $426,120.95 for up to 18 months prior to 

the issuance of bonds for this specific project. 

 

Staff anticipates issuing General Obligation (GO) bonds that are supported through 

property tax revenue and would seek voter approval. In order to issue GO bonds and 
still be reimbursed for the land purchase, the bonds would be placed on the November 

election. Approval of the resolution enables reimbursement from bond funds and does 

not compel the City to issue bonds.   

 

Staff will work in concert with our financial advisors and bond counsel over the next 

few months to determine the timing of a November 2025 election and finalizing costs 
and bond amounts. If we wait until the November 2026 election, we would be outside 

the window for the land purchase to be eligible for reimbursement.

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Resolution 1886 
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As you know, infrastructure remains one of the top three priorities identified by City 

Council and in the annual citizen survey. Streets, drainage, water, and wastewater 
infrastructure are all crucial to maintain city services, especially services related to 

public safety. In prior budget workshops and retreats, we have discussed the City’s 
pattern of issuing debt to improve, rehab, repair, and otherwise invest in our critical 

infrastructure. The proposed bond issue will provide necessary funding to invest in 
our infrastructure throughout the City and ensure we continue to maintain the 

infrastructure that our community relies upon for daily living, work, and play. 

 

In routine discussions with Hilltop, the City’s financial advisors, we have determined 
that sufficient capacity exists in FY 26 through a multi-year analysis of future debt 

obligations, retiring debt service, and modest growth in market and taxable values in 
Hurst. The analysis shows that approximately $5 million in bonds can be supported.  

The debt service would be split between Enterprise Fund revenues and the I&S portion 

of the tax rate. Approximately $2 million (40%) would be supported by I&S revenue 
and approximately $3 million (60%) would be supported by Enterprise Fund revenue.  

The exact size of issuance and allocation will be determined as we get closer to the 
issuance date of July 22, 2025. Projected values, market conditions, interest rates, 

and demand for tax exempt bonds will all impact the final numbers.   

 

While the City routinely budgets for regular maintenance and periodic pay-go 
projects, the proposed bond is necessary for these projects that require more 

extensive investment and to offset recent emergency expenditures related to our 
water system that were funded through Enterprise Fund reserves. Additionally, staff 

recommends consideration of Certificates of Obligation Bonds over General Obligation 
Bonds as we are simply investing in regular infrastructure rather than adding new 

facilities or programs.   
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
