 Update and discussion of upcoming Calendar Items – Staff noted upcoming calendar 
events including the Tarrant Regional Transportation Summit, North Central Texas 
Council of Governments General Assembly and the HEB Chamber membership 
luncheon. 

 Update and discussion of emergency sewer line repairs for 924 Barbara Ann Drive 

8” pipe – Executive Director of Public Works Robert Sauceda briefed Council on the 
sewer overflow due to a pipe burst.  He noted expertise and tools needed for the repair 
and that staff is addressing the challenges to repair.  He noted this will be on Council’s 
next agenda for action. 
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 Update and discussion of water meter replacement project – Assistant City Manager 
Clayton Fulton briefed Council on the continuing water meter project noting the software 
customer service portion is being worked on, that 11.5% of the meters were installed, and 
reviewed staff’s policy that if a leak is discovered on the customers side of the meter 
during installation they will not install the new meter until repair is made on the customer 
side. In response to Council questions, Mr. Fulton noted the anticipated completion time 
frame is January – February 2026.  Also noted was the landscape to be installed in Echo 
Hills Park around the newly installed meter tower.

Mayor Wilson announced the public hearing to consider Ordinance 2597, first reading, to 

consider SITE-2025-0003 Valentine Oaks Homes, a site plan for Lot F1, Block 16 Valentine 

Oaks Addition, being .788 acre located at 912 Barbara Ann Drive and noted a petition was 

received this evening from surrounding owners against the case.  Mayor Wilson recognized 

Executive Director of Planning and Development Michelle Lazo who reviewed the proposed 

case.  Ms. Lazo noted the applicant is requesting to develop two (2) quadraplexes with three 

bedrooms and two bathrooms per unit, 19 parking spaces will be provided on Barbara Ann 

with emergency access to the north.  She stated they will build two story structures and 

reviewed landscaping, elevation, building materials and floor plans. 

 

Mayor Wilson recognized the following individuals who spoke in support: 

 

Jason Trafton, 7075 Twin Hills Ave., Dallas with the engineering firm for the developer. Mr. 

Trafton also provided an overview of the project noting that the mixed-use requires two 

stories; the Planning and Zoning Commission recommended approval and further reviewed 

zoning, design, and compliance with the intent of mixed-use development.  He also noted 

site visibility and distance to neighbors along with irrigation and maintenance for the project. 

Developer Raz Hansraj, 4025 Campania Ct., Colleyville, provided a presentation including 

his development background, intent to have respectful communication with the neighbors, 

quality of the rental units, property management requirements along with additional review 

of elevations, floor plans, parking, visibility and commitment to quality and privacy concerns 

addressed by neighbors.  

 

Mayor Wilson recognized the following individuals who spoke against: 

 

Kevin McKeen, 920 Barbara Ann Dr, Hurst who expressed his and his neighbors’ concerns 

regarding the proposed development and provided a presentation including pictures of 

current elevations of the site and surrounding area, parking on the street, area drainage and 

wildlife with concerns of the impact to the area neighbors.  He noted concern of the proposed 

two-story structures and visibility to the one-story homes’ backyards, no fourplexes in the 

area, loss investment to their homes, increased parking on the street, rental property standards 

and not being maintained with frequent turnover, and the overall aesthetics not blending with 

the current neighborhood.  Mr. McKeen also expressed concern regarding a possible federal 

protected animal habitat nearby.  He expressed the neighborhood is not opposed to 
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development but wants the right kind of development indicating single-family homes or 

duplexes would be better. 

 

Also in opposition and did not speak:  Jacqulyn Hudgins, 517 Oak Park Dr., Hurst; Rosa M. 

Maurice, 1208 Terrace Trail, Hurst; John M. Maurice, 1208 Terrace Trail, Hurst; Susan 

Carter, 932 Barbara Ann Dr., Hurst; John Maurice, 3456 N. Riley Place, Hurst; Brandi 

Maurice, 33456 N. Riley Place, Hurst; Judy Richardson, 924 Barbara Ann Drive, Hurst; 

Melody McKeen, 920 Barbara Ann Drive, Hurst; Norma Walsh, 901 Barbara Ann Drive, 

Hurst; Patricia Boyd, 905 Barbara Ann Drive; Hurst. 

 

There being no one else to speak, Mayor Wilson closed the public hearing.  

 

In response to Council questions, Developer’s Engineer Trafton reviewed drainage noting 

actual construction will be discussed during the civil process; and grading issues would 

typically be addressed through a small retaining wall or swale.  Developer Hansraj noted that 

two story is required, reviewed his property ownership and management requirements, his 

willingness to address visibility concerns on north facing second story windows and there is 

no data to indicate the value impact to the neighboring single-family homes.   Executive 

Director of Planning and Development Ms. Lazo noted if parking becomes a problem with 

visibility or safety staff would look at it as they have in other areas of town.  Staff advised the 

petition did not meet the requirement for a super-majority vote for approval. 

 

Mayor ProTem McKenzie moved to approve Ordinance 2597, first reading, SITE-2025-0003 

Valentine Oaks Homes with the stipulation the second story windows on the north be frosted. 

 Motion failed for lack of second. 

 

Councilmember Cobern moved to deny Ordinance 2597, first reading, SITE-2025-0003 

Valentine Oaks Homes.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Waldron.  Motion prevailed 

by the following vote:

Background/Budget Analysis:  

 

EREP Sprouts Crossing 1 LLC., owner of the property has requested assistance 

through the Sign Replacement Incentive program to add a new multi-tenant 

monument sign for the retail center on Grapevine Hwy. 

 

The Sprouts Crossing shopping center was developed with a multi-tenant sign on 

Antwerp and the existing pole sign at Grapevine 26 and Antwerp was refaced. The 

anchor tenant on both signs is Sprouts grocery. James Provision has agreed to pay 

for a new monument sign to allow better visibility for the restaurant.   

 

The remaining balance for Texas Signs is $8,491.04 and the remaining balance for 

King Electric is $1,900.  

 

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:  

 

Funding is available through the Special Projects fund and is representative of 

Council’s goal for Economic Vitality.

Sign Applicant Agreement 1

SIGN APPLICANT AGREEMENT 
 
THIS SIGN APPLICANT AGREEMENT (this “Agreement”) is made and entered 
into by and between EREP SPROUTS CROSSING I LLC, a Delaware limited 
liability company, the “Owner”); the City of Hurst, Texas, (the “City”); and 
JAMES PROVISIONS LLC, a Texas limited liability company, (the “Applicant”)  
for the purpose of documenting agreements made by Applicant and City to allow 
development of the Applicant’s sign project at 200 Grapevine Highway, Hurst,  
Texas 76053 on land owned by Owner (hereinafter, the “Project”). The effective 
date of this Agreement shall be the latest date of final execution hereof by 
Owner, City, and Tenant (the “Effective Date”).  
 
For and in consideration of the agreements set forth herein and for City’s 
approval of the Project, subject to the conditions set out herein, Owner, 
Applicant, and City agree as follows: 
 
1. Owner is the owner of the property known as Lot 5A, Block A of The 

Haven Addition (the “Property”), which property is located in Hurst, 
Tarrant County, Texas.  

 
1. Applicant agrees to cooperate with the City of Hurst in the installation of a 

new sign at Owner’s Property by meeting with staff on-site as needed to 
work out details of the Sign Project Installation before, during, and after 
installation, and Owner consents to such installation pursuant to the terms 
of an agreement between Applicant and Owner (for clarity, the Second 
Amendment to Shopping Center Lease dated on or about the Effective 
Date of this Agreement (hereinafter, the “Second Amendment”)). 
Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein, Applicant represents and 
warrants that Applicant is responsible for the Sign Project Installation’s 
compliance herein, with all terms of the Second Amendment, and with all 
easement(s), property restrictions, restrictive covenants, and/or 
encumbrances (without limitation), and for ensuring the sign that is the 
subject of the Project does not violate any setback line, building line, 
and/or property line. 

 
2. Applicant agrees to use Texas Signs Inc. as the contractor to build a 

monument sign that meets the City’s sign ordinance requirements, and 
Owner consents to same pursuant to the terms of the Second 
Amendment. Applicant further agrees to use The King’s Electric, LLC as 
the contractor to provide power to the sign that is the subject of the Project 
from Owner’s existing light pole, and Owner consents to same pursuant to 
the terms of the Second Amendment. 

 
3. Applicant agrees to provide the City with  detailed invoice(s), specifying 

the maximum allowed budget for the Project’s cost.  
 
4. Applicant agrees and will remit the following in advance of issuance of a 

sign permit: (i) to Texas Signs Inc., one-half (1/2) of the total cost of the 
Project, being $8,491.03, to include if and as applicable to the Project, 
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sign removal and disposal of existing sign(s), any drawings or surveys 
needed for staff review of the Project, the new sign’s masonry base, the 
new sign itself,  lighting, the addition of a marquee, and installation of the 
new sign; and (ii) to The King’s Electric, LLC, one-half (1/2) of the total 
cost of the provision of electric service for the Project in the amount of 
$2,056.75. 
 

5. The City agrees to pay the remaining balance of $8,491.04 to Texas Signs 
Inc. and $1,900 to The King’s Electric after the Project’s completion and a 
final inspection from the City.  

 
6. The City agrees to expeditiously process the Applicant’s Project by 

ordering the agreed upon sign and issuing notice to proceed to the 
authorized contractor and to supervise, administer, and inspect installation 
and construction on the Owner’s property. 

 
7. Standard Indemnity Provisions.  Applicant shall waive indemnify, defend 

and hold harmless City and all of its officials, officers, agents, consultants, 
employees and invitees in both their public and private capacities, from 
any and all liability, claims, suits, demands or causes of action, including 
all expenses of litigation and/or settlement which may arise by injury to 
property or person occasioned by error, omission, intentional or negligent 
act of Applicant, its officers, agents, consultants, employees, or invitees, 
arising out of or in connection with this Agreement, on or about the 
Property, and Applicant will, at its own cost and expense, defend and 
protect City and all of its officials, officers, agents, consultants, employees 
and invitees in both their public and private capacities, from any and all 
such claims and demands.  Also, Applicant agrees to and shall indemnify, 
defend and hold harmless City and all of its officials, officers, agents, 
consultants, and employees in both their public and private capacities 
from and against  any and all claims, losses, damages, causes of action, 
suit and liability of every kind, including all expenses of litigation, court 
costs and attorneys’ fees for injury to or death of any person or for any 
damage to any property arising out of or in connection with this 
Agreement.  This indemnity shall apply whether the claims, suits, losses, 
damages, causes of action or liability arise in whole or in part from the 
intentional acts or negligence of Applicant or any of its officers, officials, 
agents, consultants, employees, or invitees, whether said negligence is 
contractual, comparative negligence, concurrent negligence, gross 
negligence or any other form of negligence.  City shall be responsible only 
for City’s sole negligence.  Provided, however, that nothing contained in 
this Agreement shall waive City’s defenses or immunities under Section 
101.001 et seq. of the Texas Civil Practice and Remedies Code or other 
applicable statutory or common law.  Notwithstanding anything herein to 
the contrary, the obligations of Applicant pursuant to this Paragraph 4 
shall expire on the date of the acceptance (or deemed acceptance) by City 
of the sign and landscape modifications.  
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8. Standard Indemnity Against Design Defects.  Approval of the City 
Engineer or other City employee, official, consultant, employee, officer, 
City Council member, or Planning and Zoning Commissioner of any plans 
(including operational plans), designs or specifications submitted by 
Applicant under this Agreement shall not constitute or be deemed to be a 
release of the responsibility and liability of Applicant, its engineer, 
contractors, employees, officers, or agents for the accuracy and 
competency of their design and specifications.  Such approval shall not be 
deemed to be an assumption of such responsibility or liability by City for 
any defect in the design and specifications prepared by the consulting 
engineer, his officers, agents, servants, or employees, it being the intent of 
the parties that approval by the City Engineer or other City employee, 
official, consultant, or officer signifies City’s approval of only the general 
design concept of the improvements to be constructed.  In this connection, 
Applicant shall indemnify and hold harmless City, its officials, officers, 
agents, servants, and employees, from any loss, damage, liability or 
expense on account of damage to property and injuries, including death, 
to any and all persons which may arise out of any defect, deficiency or 
negligence of the engineer’s designs and specifications incorporated into 
any improvements constructed in accordance therewith, and Applicant 
shall defend at his own expense any suits or other proceedings brought 
against City, its officials, officers, agents, servants or employees, or any of 
them, on account thereof, to pay all expenses and satisfy all judgments 
which may be incurred by or rendered against them, collectively or 
individually, personally or in their official capacity, in connection herewith.  

 
9. This Agreement may be executed in multiple counterparts, each of which 

shall be deemed an original but all of which together shall constitute one 
and the same instrument.
