Mayor Wilson announced the public hearing to consider the repair, removal, or demolition of 

all improvements at 916 Zelda Drive, Hurst, Texas 76053, and legally described as Glenn 

View Addition, Block 7, Lot 14 and recognized Building Official Tanya Wilson.  Ms. 

Wilson reviewed activity to date regarding permits, plans and construction noting lack of 

communication from Ms. Chavez and deficiencies in achieving compliance. 

 

Mayor Wilson recognized Monica Chavez, 13766 Bandera Ranch Ct., Roanoke, Texas 

76262 who stated staff has been helpful trying to teach her in the process and that she took on 

more than she should have.  She stated she has a new contractor and plans and that as of 

today, she hopes they are ready to start work.  She stated it was her fault the contractor had 

started work in that she thought she had two permits approved.  Ms. Chavez stated when she 
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was issued the stop work order, she did stop and that she advised the contractors that they 

were responsible for the permits. 

 

There being no one else to speak, Mayor Wilson closed the public hearing. 

 

In response to Council questions, Ms. Wilson stated the only thing missing is for the 

contractor to register and that the plans currently presented are adequate for a secure 

structure.  Ms. Chavez stated everything is still exposed where work was done and she told 

the contractor they are responsible.  Ms. Chavez indicated she did not want to burden staff 

with too much communication and that she had two engineers going to the site, paid for rush 

prints, but didn’t receive them.  She stated when she bought the home, she did not realize 

there was a time restriction on the repairs until she received the mail notices. She stated she 

purchased the home in 2024 but did not remember the exact date.   

 

Mayor Pro Tem McKenzie moved to continue this case, and all associated legal actions to 

the Tuesday, July 8, City Council meeting inclusive of the public hearing.  Motion seconded 

by Councilmember Meeks.

Background/Budget Analysis:  

 

The Fleet Services Division is dedicated to maintaining, repairing, and replacing 
City vehicles and equipment efficiently and cost-effectively to ensure uninterrupted 

City services. Occasionally, Fleet Services must replace vehicles under Emergency 

Purchasing guidelines. 

 

In mid-May, a City Chevrolet Tahoe PPV Police Patrol vehicle was totaled in an 

accident near Highway 183 and 820, caused by another driver. Fleet Services 

collaborated with the City’s insurance provider to recover the vehicle’s original cost. 

 

Staff obtained a quote from our authorized vendor, Caldwell Country Chevrolet in 

Caldwell, Texas, for a replacement Chevrolet Tahoe PPV Police Patrol vehicle for 

$53,850. Under the Emergency Purchasing guidelines, a purchase order was 

promptly issued to the vendor. 

 

Chapter 252 of the Texas Local Government Code provides an exemption to the 

$25,000 rule for purchases made "because of a public calamity that requires the 
immediate appropriation of money to relieve the necessity of the municipality's 

residents or to preserve the property of the municipality" or purchases "necessary 
to preserve or protect the public health or safety of the municipality's residents" or 

purchases "necessary because of unforeseen damage to public machinery, 
equipment, or other property." Staff proceeded with this vehicle purchase under 

the Emergency Purchasing guidelines in order to get the unit as soon as possible 
and not lose it to other agencies. Funding for these vehicles is available within the 

Fleet Service Fund

Background/Budget Analysis:  

 

On June 23, 2025, Facility Services notified staff that the two HVAC units at the 

Recreation Center were inoperable. As both units were installed in 1986, staff is 
unable to find replacement parts for the major components that have failed. As a 

result, all three classrooms in the Recreation Center began to heat up quickly, forcing 

staff to cancel classes until a temporary cooling solution could be put in place. 

 

The City’s HVAC contractor, Environmatic Services, provided a quote of $62,207 for 

the installation of two new units, which includes a 5% contingency. This quote covers 

all necessary ductwork, electrical upgrades, condensation drains, crane work, and 
startup services. Funding for this emergency replacement was identified in the Facility 

Services FY24-25 operational budget, with costs split between this budget and the 
Community Services Fund Balance. As this caused an immediate service disruption 

to the Recreation Center’s classroom participants, staff requested an emergency 

replacement authorization. 

 

Chapter 252 of the Texas Local Government Code provides an exemption for 

procurement necessary because of unforeseen damage to public machinery, 
equipment, or other property. With an estimated lead time of 3-4 weeks for the 

units,   staff immediately began the procurement process to secure the order, utilizing 
this exemption. In the meantime, staff is using temporary cooling units and fans to 

try to maintain an acceptable temperature in the classrooms. However, classes are 
canceled as needed if the temperatures become too warm and uncomfortable for 

classroom participants.

Background/Budget Analysis:  

 

After 11 years of heavy use, the rubberized poured-in-place (PIP) surfacing at the 

Central Park playground shows significant signs of damage, posing a safety hazard for 
users. Additionally, the way water drains across the park property is likely contributing 

to the shifting of the sub-base and worsening the issue. Upon investigation, staff 
estimates that the cost for a complete replacement of the PIP surfacing would be more 

than $75,000 for materials and labor, and this approach does not address the 

underlying drainage problems. 

 

To provide a more efficient long-term solution, staff partnered with Lea Park & Play, 

Inc., a company specializing in playground design and construction, to develop a 

recommendation. They recommend removing the existing rubber surfacing and 
replacing it with traditional engineered wood fiber (EWF) surfacing. With the addition 

of a small retaining wall at the southwest corner of the playground to stabilize the EWF 
during heavy rains, it should remain stable in such conditions and continue to provide 

the same level of fall protection for users. 

 

To complete this work, Lea Park & Play, Inc. submitted a proposal for $31,962, which 
includes a 10% contingency for unexpected costs. The company has an excellent 

reputation for quality and is a member of City-approved purchasing consortia, allowing 
the City to utilize pre-negotiated pricing when purchasing directly from the vendor. 

Funding for this repair is available in the Park Donation Fund balance. 

 

Once approved, the company will schedule the repairs and estimate that the 
playground will be closed for 2-3 weeks once they mobilize on-site to complete the 

work.

 A Code Compliance case was initiated on 05/28/2024 for public nuisance, structural 
hazards, and substandard structure.  The property owner sold the property during the 

notification process. The new property owner, Luxe Property Solutions, Monica 
Chavez, was informed of the violations in August of 2024. Beginning in October of 

2024, Ms. Chavez abandoned the project and stopped communication with the Code 

Compliance Officer. 

 

City of Hurst’s Code of Ordinances 

Article VII. — Substandard Buildings and International Property Maintenance Code 

Division 1 — Substandard Buildings. Sec. 5-295 - Substandard Buildings. 

 

(a) General. Any building or portion thereof which is determined to be an 
unsafe building in accordance with section 202 of the Building, 
Residential, and International Property Maintenance codes; or any 
building or portion thereof, including any dwelling unit, guest room or 
suite of rooms, or the premises on which the same is located, in which 
there exists any of the conditions  referenced in this section to an 
extent that  endangers the life, limb, health, property, safety or 
welfare of the public or the occupants thereof shall be deemed and 
hereby are declared to be substandard buildings. 

 

(b) Inadequate sanitation. Buildings or portions thereof shall be deemed 
substandard when they are unsanitary.

dwelling unit or lodging house. 
(3) Lack of, or improper kitchen sink in a dwelling unit. 
(5) Lack of hot or cold running water to plumbing fixtures in a dwelling unit, 

or apartment complex. 
(6)   Lack of adequate heating facilities. 
(7) Lack of or improper operation of required ventilating equipment.  
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(10)  Lack of required electrical lighting. 

(13)  General dilapidation or improper maintenance. 
(17)  Lack of required air conditioning. 
(c) Structural hazards. Buildings or portions thereof shall be deemed 

substandard when they are or contain structural hazards. Structural 
hazards shall include, but not limited to the following: 

(1)  Deteriorated or inadequate foundation. 

(2)     Defective or deteriorated flooring or floor supports. 

(4)  Members of walls, partitions or other vertical supports that split, lean, 

list or buckle due to defective material or deterioration. 

(6) Members of ceilings, roofs, ceiling and roof supports or other horizontal 

members which sag, split or buckle due to defective material or 

deterioration. 

(d) Nuisance. Buildings or portions thereof in which there exists any nuisance 
as defined by ordinance are deemed substandard buildings. 

      (e) Faulty weather protection. Buildings or portions thereof shall be considered 
           substandard when they have faulty weather protection which shall include, 
           but not be limited to, the following: 
      (2) Deteriorated or ineffective waterproofing of exterior walls, roof,    

           foundations or floors, including broken windows or doors. 
      (3) Defective or lack of weather protection for exterior wall coverings, including 
           lack of paint, or weathering due to lack of paint or other approved   

           protective covering. 
  
The City Council conducted a public hearing on May 13, 2025, finding the structure(s) 
on the Property to be substandard and the City Council ordered that 1) no later than 
June 13, 2025, the structures on the property be repaired, removed, or demolished 
such that the property is in compliance with Chapter 5 of the City of Hurst Code of 
Ordinances; 2) if the Property has not been brought into full compliance with the City 
Council’s ordered action by June 13, 2025, the City Council may consider the 
assessment of a civil penalty of $1,000 per day per violation against the Property 
owner, which may be secured by a lien against the Property and accrue interest in the 
rate of ten percent (10%); and 3) the owners, mortgagees, lienholders and those with 
a vested interest in the Property appear before the City Council on June 24, 2025 to 
determine compliance with the Order and whether civil penalties should be assessed. 
 
On June 12, 2025 Ms. Chavez submitted incomplete construction plans. On the same 
day, Code Compliance Officers discovered an abundant amount of work had occurred 
on the property including: demolish rear porch, demolish interior wall, new framing 
and sheet rock, and the electrical wiring had been altered. Debris was stacked against 
the neighboring fences. A stop work order was issued on the property.   
 
On June 24, 2025 Ms. Chavez and city staff provided information on Ms. Chavez’s 
progress to the Council’s Order issued on May 13, 2025. City Council continued this 
case and public hearing to the July 8, 2025 City Council meeting.
