City Manager Review:

Background/Budget Analysis:

The City’s Bond Counsel, Norton Rose Fulbright, L.L.P., will provide an Ordinance
authorizing the issuance of Tax and Waterworks and Sewer System (Limited Pledge)
Revenue Certificates of Obligation, Series 2024 in an amount not to exceed $5.0
million. Proceeds of the sale will be used to pay for contractual obligations to be
incurred for (i) constructing, improving and renovating streets, alleys, culverts and
bridges, including drainage and erosion control, landscaping, screening walls, curbs,
gutters, sidewalks, lighting, sighage and traffic signalization incidental thereto and
the acquisition of land, equipment and rights-of-way therefor, (ii) drainage and flood
control improvements, including the acquisition of land and rights-of-way therefor,
(iii) constructing and improving the City’s water and wastewater system, including
the acquisition of land and rights-of-way therefor and (iv) professional services
rendered in connection therewith. In accordance with state law, a notice of intent to
sell bonds was published in the Fort Worth Star-Telegram.

As discussed in previous Council meetings, the primary intent of the bonds is to
backfill debt service capacity with level debt service in the I&S and Enterprise Funds.

In advance of issuing the bonds, the City met with Standard & Poor’s to review the
City’s financial performance and issue a credit rating. Standard & Poor’s affirmed the
rating of AA+.

The City’s financial advisors, Hilltop, will assist the City in taking the bond package
to market. Hilltop anticipates favorable market pricing, and final pricing; however,
issuance terms will be impacted by market conditions leading up to the sale. Hilltop
will monitor the market and are able to pull the bond package if conditions look
unfavorable. Hilltop will present all final details including rates during the City Council
meeting.




Sufficient funding for debt service will be provided for in adoption of the I&S tax rate
and within the City’s Water and Wastewater Fund for FY 2025-2026. The $5.0 million
investment in our water, streets and drainage infrastructure will result in maintaining
Hurst’s high-quality infrastructure.

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:

This meets the Council’s strategic priority of Financial Sustainability and
Infrastructure.

Recommendation:

Staff recommends City Council consider adoption of Ordinance 2600 with the
following motion: I move to adopt Ordinance 2600 authorizing the issuance

City Manager Review:

Background/Budget Analysis:

Based on concerns for the safety of students and children and possible exposure to
sex offender registrants living nearby, staff reviewed current ordinances and
surveyed neighboring cities regarding the regulation of sex offender residency.
Surveyed were area northeast Tarrant County cities. Eleven of thirteen have adopted
prohibited areas for sex offenders to establish permanent residence.

Based on Council review and discussion, the proposed ordinance is being presented
for consideration.

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:

This item is representative of the Council’s strategic priority of Public Safety.

Recommendation:

Staff recommends City Council approve Ordinance 2601, first reading,
amending Chapter 14 of the Hurst Code of Ordinances through the addition
of Article V regulating sex offender residency.




ORDINANCE 2601

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HURST, TEXAS,
AMENDING CHAPTER 14 OF THE HURST CODE OF ORDINANCES
THROUGH THE ADDITION OF ARTICLE V REGULATING SEX OFFENDER
RESIDENCY; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING A
PENALTY CLAUSE; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; AND
PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Council (the “City Council”) of the City of Hurst, Texas
(the “City”), finds and determines that child sex offenders
represent a serious threat to public safety; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds and determines that the risk of recidivism
posed by sex offenders is frightening and high; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds and determines that child sex offenders who
reside near places where children gather pose a great risk to a
large number of children; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds and determines that the City has a
legitimate interest in the protection of children and that the
following residency restrictions are enacted to provide protection
for children in the City by minimizing sex offenders’ access and
proximity to areas where children gather; and

WHEREAS, the City of Hurst is a Home Rule municipality having full powers
of self-government and may enact ordinances relative to its
citizens’ health, safety, and welfare that are not inconsistent with
the Constitution and laws of the State; and

WHEREAS, the Texas Attorney General has concluded that State law does
not preempt a home-rule municipality’s ordinance prohibiting
registered sex offenders from living within a specified distance
from locations where children typically congregate; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds and declares that the meeting at which this
Ordinance is considered is open to the public as required by law,
and that public notice of the time, place and purpose of said
meeting was given as required by Chapter 551, Texas
Government Code; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds and determines that the adoption of this
Ordinance is in the best interests of and necessary to protect the
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health, safety, and welfare of the public.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF HURST, TEXAS:

Section 1. That all of the findings contained hereinabove are found to be true
and correct and are incorporated into this Ordinance by reference as if copied
herein.

Section 2. The City of Hurst Code of Ordinances Chapter 14 is hereby
amended by adding the following Article V, Sex Offender Residency
Restrictions, which and shall read as follows:

“SEX OFFENDER RESIDENCY RESTRICTIONS
Sec. 14-71 - Definitions

The following words, terms, and phrases, when used in this article,
shall have the meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where
the context clearly indicates a different meaning:

Child care center: means a child day care operation that is licensed
to care for seven or more children for less than 24 hours per day, at a
location other than the permit holder’s home.

Child care facility: means an establishment subject to regulation
by the Texas Department of Health and Human Services Commission
that provides assessment, care, training, education, custody, treatment,
or supervision for a child who is not related by blood, marriage, or
adoption to the owner or operator of the facility, for all or part of the
24-hour day, whether or not the establishment operates for profit or
charges for its services.

Loiter: means to remain, linger, idle, to continue, or to stay
unnecessarily or without particular or lawful purpose.

Minor: means a person younger than 17 years of age.

Permanent residence: A place where the person abides, lodges, or
resides for fourteen (14) or more consecutive days. A person who is
currently incarcerated does not abide, lodge, or reside at any location
other than the place where they are incarcerated.
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Premises where children commonly gather: Includes but is not
limited to a park, playground, school, day care facility, video arcade
facility, public or private youth center, registered home daycare,
recreational hiking and biking trails, or public swimming pool, or other
facility that regularly holds events primarily for children, as those terms
are defined in section 481.134 of the Texas Health and Safety Code or
commonly used in the City of Hurst. This also includes institutions of
higher education, such as a college or university campus, as that term
is defined in Texas Education Code § 61.003(8).

Sex offender: A person who is required to register on the state
department of public safety’s sex offender database because of a
violation involving a victim who was less than eighteen (18) years of
age or a violation involving child pornography regardless of whether the
age of the victim is known. It shall be prima facie evidence that this
article applies to a sex offender if the person’s record as it appears on
the state department of public safety’s sex offender database indicates
that the victim was less than eighteen (18) years of age or that the
offense involved child pornography regardless of whether the age of the
victim is known.

Temporary residence: A place where the person abides, lodges,
or resides for less than fourteen (14) days or fourteen (14) or more days
in the aggregate during any calendar year and which is not the person’s
permanent address, or a place where the person routinely abides,
resides, or lodges for a period of four (4) or more consecutive or
nonconsecutive days in any month and which is not the person’s
permanent residence. A person who is currently incarcerated does not
abide, lodge, or reside at any place other than the location where they
are incarcerated.

Sec. 14-72 - Prohibited areas; exceptions

(@) It is unlawful for a sex offender to establish a permanent residence
or temporary residence within 2,000 feet of any premises where
children commonly gather, a child care center, or a child care facility.

(b) It is unlawful for a sex offender to loiter within 500 feet of any place
where children commonly gather.

(c) It is unlawful for any person, firm, corporation, or other entity
owning or controlling any place or structure which is located within
2,000 feet of any premises where children commonly gather, a child
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care center, or a child care facility, to let or rent any place, structure,
or part thereof, with the knowledge that it will be used as a
permanent or temporary residence by any person prohibited from
establishing such permanent or temporary residence pursuant to the
terms of this article.

(d) For the purpose of determining the minimum distance separation,
the requirement shall be measured by following a straight line from
the property lot line of the permanent or temporary residence to the
nearest property lot line of the premises where children commonly
gather, as described herein.

(e) Any person violating a provision of this section shall be guilty of a
misdemeanor, and upon conviction shall be subject to a fine not to
exceed $500.

(f) No culpable mental state is required to be proven by the prosecution
as an element of this offense.

(g) Nothing in this article shall be interpreted to modify or reduce the
State’s safety ban.

(h) The following are affirmative defenses to a violation of subsection

(a):

(1) The person established the permanent or temporary residence
and has complied with all the sex offender registration laws of
the state prior to the date of the adoption of this section;

(2) The person was a minor when he/she committed the offense
and was not convicted as an adult;

(3) The person is a minor;

(4) The premises where children commonly gather, child care
center, or child care facility, was opened after the person
established the permanent or temporary residence, and the
person has complied with all sex offender registration laws of
the state; or

(5) The person proves that the information on the database is
incorrect and that, if corrected, this section would not apply to
the person.
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Sec. 14-73- Renting to person prohibited from establishing
residence

(@) It is unlawful to let or rent any place, structure or part thereof with
the knowledge that it will be used as a permanent or temporary
residence by a sex offender prohibited from establishing such
permanent residence or temporary residence pursuant to the terms
of this article.

(b) No lease or rental agreement or arrangement which would otherwise
violate this Section shall be extended or renewed beyond the term in
place as of January 21, 2027.

(c)Any person, firm or corporation violating a provision of this section
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction shall be
subject to a fine not to exceed $500.00.”

Sections 14-74—14-80 Reserved.

Section 3. That all ordinances or any parts thereof in conflict with the terms
of this ordinance shall be and hereby are deemed repealed and of no force or
effect.

Section 4. Any person violating any of the provisions of this ordinance shall
be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be fined as herein provided. A
separate offense shall be deemed committed upon each day during or on
which a violation occurs or continues.

Section 5. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause or phase of this
ordinance shall for any reason be held to be invalid, such decision shall not
affect the validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance.

Section 6. The fact that the present ordinances and regulations of the City of
Hurst, Texas are inadequate to properly safeguard the health, safety, morals,
peace and general welfare of the inhabitants of the City of Hurst, Texas,
creates an emergency for the immediate preservation of the public business,
property, health, safety and general welfare of the public which requires that
this ordinance shall become effective from and after the date of its passage,
and it is accordingly so ordained.

City Manager Review:

Background/Budget Analysis:

Oncor Electric Delivery Company ("Oncor" or "the Company") filed an application on
or about June 26, 2025 with cities retaining original jurisdiction seeking to increase
system-wide transmission and distribution rates by about $834 million or
approximately 13% over present revenues. The Company asks the City to approve a
12.3% increase in residential rates and a 51.0% increase in street lighting rates. If
approved, an average residential customer would see a bill increase of about $7.90
per month.

The resolution suspends the July 31, 2025 effective date of the Company's rate
increase for the maximum period permitted by law to allow the City, working in
conjunction with the Steering Committee of Cities Served by Oncor, to evaluate the
filing, determine whether the filing complies with law, and if lawful, to determine what
further strategy, including settlement, to pursue.

The law provides that a rate request made by an electric utility cannot become
effective until at least 35 days following the filing of the application to change rates.
The law permits the City to suspend the rate change for 90 days after the date the
rate change would otherwise be effective. If the City fails to take some action
regarding the filing before the effective date, Oncor’'s rate request is deemed
administratively approved.

The resolution authorizes the City to join with the Steering Committee of Cities Served
by Oncor ("*OCSC") to evaluate the filing, determine whether the filing complies with
law, and if lawful, to determine what further strategy, including settlement, to pursue.

Hurst regularly participates with the Oncor Cities Steering Committee or "OCSC”. The
OCSC is a coalition of similarly situated cities served by Oncor that have joined
together to efficiently and cost effectively review and respond to electric issues
affecting rates charged in Oncor’s service area in matters before the Public Utility
Commission and the courts. Attorneys representing the OCSC will review and analyze




Oncor’s request. Pending the results of their analysis, the attorneys will negotiate a
reasonable rate increase with Oncor.

Although Oncor has increased rates many times over the past few years, this is the
first comprehensive base rate case for the Company since May 2022.

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:

The project aligns with the Councils priorities of Infrastructure and Innovation.
Additionally, this project supports the Hurst Way through increased and improved
Customer Service through providing greater consumption detail available to our
staff and customers, enhanced Public Service through the ability to leverage
technology for efficiencies in managing our water delivery infrastructure, and
Financial Sustainability through ensuring flexibility in future meter and software
purchases.

Recommendation:

Staff recommends City Council approve Resolution 1889 suspending the
effective date of Oncor Electric Delivery Company LLC’s Application seeking
to increase system-wide transmission and distribution rates.

City Manager Review:

Background/Budget Analysis:

The Bryx Alerting System will fully integrate the computer automated dispatch (CAD)
system with the alerting process from the dispatch center to fire stations and remote
personnel. The system will create efficiency and assist dispatchers with
communications utilizing text to voice allowing uninterrupted communications with
the reporting party. Emergency tones are sent to the appropriate station to alert
personnel for type of call and location. In addition, the system provides visual location
of the emergency and unit availability. Additional texts are sent to mobile users
providing direct notification. Reduction in 911 call taker time, uninterrupted
communication with reporting party, and clear concise reporting to personnel will
improve response. The current budgeted amount for project completion is $280,000,
but staff anticipates a lower project cost upon completion due to anticipated
modifications.

The Bryx Alerting System is an essential component of Community Service and
Public Safety initiatives by enhancing emergency communications.
