City Manager Review:

Background/Budget Analysis:

GFOA established the Distinguished Budget Presentation Awards Program (Budget
Awards Program) in 1984 to encourage and assist state and local governments to
prepare budget documents of the very highest quality that reflect both the guidelines
established by the National Advisory Council on State and Local Budgeting and the
GFOA'’s best practices on budgeting and then to recognize individual governments
that succeed in achieving that goal.

The award represents significant achievement by Hurst. It reflects the commitment
of the governing body and staff to meeting the highest principles of governmental
budgeting. In order to receive the award, Hurst had to satisfy nationally recognized
guidelines for effective budget presentation. These guidelines are designed to assess
how well an entity’s budget serves as:

e A policy document

e A financial plan

e An operations guide

e A communications device

Budget documents must be rated as proficient in all four categories and in the
fourteen mandatory criteria within those categories to receive the award. This marks
the 37th consecutive year Hurst has received this award. We intend to continue to
receive this award each year. There are approximately 36,000 municipal units in the
United States with only 1,700 participants in the Budget Award Program.

The FY25 Budget document received special recognition in two categories. A rating
of “outstanding” from all reviewers for the categories of Performance Measures
and Understandability and Usability. This is the second consecutive year special
recognition has been received for two rating measures.

Certificates of Obligation, Series 20257, including the adoption of Ordinance 2600
authorizing the issuance of such certificates of obligation on first and final reading

City Manager Clay Caruthers noted this is a debt issuance related to basic infrastructure
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needs and maintenance and falls within existing debt capacity, meaning paid off previously
issued debt and fits within current totals with a little savings. Mr. Caruthers introduced
Hilltop Securities Managing Director Nick Bulaich and the city’s Bond Counsel, Norton
Rose Fulbright, L.L.P. Partner Robert Dransfield. Mr. Bulaich reviewed the bids and rating
review process. Mr. Bulaich noted the Standard & Poor’s rating of AA+ noting the City’s
economic metrics and financially strong management. He stated bids were received for the
$4,570,000 with the winning bid being Raymond James at a 4.1% and a cash premium of
$106,000. Mr. Bulaich also reviewed the rating report and preliminary official statement
noting the final statement will be included after tonight and stated Mr. Dransfield is available
to answer any questions.

Mayor Pro Tem McKenzie moved to adopt Ordinance 2600 authorizing the issuance of City
of Hurst, Texas Tax and Waterworks and Sewer System (Limited Pledge) Revenue
Certificate of Obligation, Series 2025 and resolving other matters incident and related thereto
and providing an effective date on first and final reading.

5. Consider authorizing the city manager to purchase Bryx Fire Station Alerting System

Fire Chief Brent Craft reviewed the request to purchase Bryx Fire Station Alerting System
noting the request is for the $280,000 budgeted amount, but staff anticipates a lower project
cost upon completion due to anticipated modifications. He noted the system uses text to
voice to alert fire stations and personnel over the radio and also sends the appropriate tones
to stations, noting the goal is to reduce 911 call taker time. In response to Council questions,
Chief Craft provided system capability and recent enhancements noting he believed the
oldest system being utilized now was about 15 years old. He stated the annual maintenance
fee is $9,000 annually, which takes care of system upgrades and capability is in place to go
on an enterprise system, but he is unsure how it would work.

Councilmember Meeks moved to authorize the city manager to purchase Bryx Fire Station
Alerting System. Motion seconded by Councilmember Miller. Motion prevailed by the
following vote:

6. Consider Appeal of Demolition Order regarding 916 Zelda Drive, Hurst, Texas 76053, and
legal described as Glenn View Addition, Block 7, Lot 14

Mayor Wilson recognized Monica Chavez, 13766 Bandera Ranch Ct., Roanoke, Texas
76262 who indicated she was unprepared at the meeting when Council ordered the
demolition and is requesting reconsideration and an opportunity to complete repairs advising
of emotional and financial difficulties. Ms. Chavez reviewed a timeline of her actions to
date, provided a project schedule requesting a 6 to 8-week extension, and indicated she has
invested over $100,000 so far in the project. Ms. Chavez stated she has a project manager
and investor and that her broker is with her, as well as her contractor Alex.

Mayor Wilson recognized Building Official Tanya Wilson who provided a summary of the
case reviewing a timeline from May 2024 when complaints were received, staff
communication with Ms. Chavez, notifications and permit processes. Ms. Wilson noted Ms.
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Chavez was aware of code violations when she purchased the home, clarified this is a vacant
structure and that there was no contact with staff by the general contractor. Ms. Wilson
provided pictures from June 24 and today.

In response to Council questions, Ms. Wilson stated the numerous visits to the home is above
and beyond the typical process; that sheet rock had been installed prior to the week of July
when permits were issued and it will need to be removed in that staff has no idea of the
safety of the work because it is covered.

In response to Council questions, Ms. Chavez indicated that due to her divorce she took this
on thinking she knew what she was doing but did not; she thought her contractor had boarded
the structure, but had not; she is a real estate agent and her broker is now behind her and she
has a new contractor. Ms. Chavez reviewed her timeline of activity on the project since
purchase and noted the contractor was not communicating because she wanted to know what
was going on and not have a middle man.

In response to City Attorney Matthew Boyle’s questions, Ms. Chavez indicated she was
responsible to keep the house secure; the house was purchased in June 2024; work could
have been done in 8 weeks as is currently being requested but did not because she was
interviewing planners; that she does recognize the dilemma she is placing on herself and the
Council if she invests more time and money in the project and still doesn’t complete it on
time, but she did not have an option to fail; that she is one hundred percent certain she can
complete the project within the schedule she provided this evening. She stated she realized
that if she didn’t complete as stated she will have given the Council no choice at that point.

In response to additional Council and City Manager questions, Ms. Chavez indicated she has
not done pricing to sell the home, but estimates around $245,000; that she could start work
tomorrow; the project schedule does allow for inspection time; the schedule is for 6 to 8
weeks and she understood the Council will have no choice if not complete September 9,
2025 and no progress reports are completed.

As stated by the City Attorney, Mayor Pro Tem McKenzie moved to conditionally abate the
City Council July 8, 2025, demolition order to September 9, 2025, subject to and conditioned
upon the owner appearing at the August 12 and 26 Council meetings to provide progress
reports to the Mayor and Council, and to appear on September 9, 2025 to provide a final
completion report. Motion seconded by Councilmember Brotherton. Motion prevailed by
the following vote:

CALL TO ORDER - The meeting was called to order at 9:30 a.m.

City Manager Clay Caruthers provided an overview of the agenda and action items for
today’s meeting and requested to next move to Agenda Item 4.

BUDGET RELATED ITEMS

1. Presentation and discussion of FY 2025-2026 Proposed Budget and consider designation of
time and place for a public hearing on the proposed budget

City Manager Clay Caruthers provided an overview of the preliminary budget noting the
City’s current status, the impact of legislation, being built out, and restraints to create
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economic conditions through condemnation as in the past with Northeast Mall. He provided
a current legislative overview noting all cities are facing the same legislative actions and
tightness and noted through discussions with area city managers, most are talking a tax rate
increase to maintain service levels. Mr. Caruthers stated Hurst operates lean and
emphasized the importance of customer service and balancing lean with what the customer
wants. He also reviewed a priority-based management philosophy and chart noting it will
be a tool to help get through financial challenges facing the City today, and in the future,
and explained through this model staff will identify the program, cost and utilize a score
system to help determine the priority budgeting. He also noted several cuts and
management decisions already being made based on priority budgeting. Mr. Caruthers
reiterated the difficulties cities will be facing moving forward with the legislative decision at
the state and county levels impacting future ability to provide public safety. He noted recent
state legislation, current state legislative discussion, and Tarrant Appraisal District and
Tarrant County decisions affecting cities in Tarrant County more than other area districts.
Mr. Caruthers provided information relative to Hurst as compared to other area cities and
reviewed current economic conditions including inflation and wages. Mr. Caruthers
provided an overview of the City’s workforce turnover rate and compensation compared to
area cities.

Mr. Caruthers reviewed detailed public safety compensation and benefits compared to area
cities noting strengths of Hurst’s benefits and the numerous difficulties due to health care
and civil service affecting staffing levels and compensation. He stated all area cities are
committed to public safety and noted area cities were considering 5% to 7% public safety
increases. He reviewed proposed wage adjustments and focused market adjustments, also
noting the impact of the civil service regulations. He also reviewed the schedule and
process he plans for the hiring of the new Police Chief upon Chief Niekamp’s retirement at
the end of January.

Mayor Wilson recessed the meeting at 10:39 a.m. and reconvened the meeting at 10:51 a.m.

City Manager Clay Caruthers and Executive Director of Human Resources Stephanie
Jenkins provided an overview of health care benefits and costs noting health care is the
biggest increase in the general fund and across the City with an average annual increase of
15%. He reviewed area and national averages for costs per person noting federal and state
mandates along with civil service, limit the City’s ability to control most cost increases. He
reviewed stop loss insurance costs and the cost and number of high claimants on the City’s
insurance plan noting the costs associated with medical advancement. Ms. Jenkins provided
an overview of the cost saving measures the City has implemented over the years. Mr.
Caruthers reiterated that retaining sworn personnel and costs of health care are the two big
issues the City is facing.

Councilmember Meeks moved to hold a Public Hearing on the proposed budget on August
12, 2025, at 6:30 p.m. at City Hall Council Chamber. Councilmember Brotherton seconded
the motion. Motion prevailed by the following vote:

Ayes: Councilmembers Brotherton, McKenzie, Waldron, Cobern and Meeks
No: None
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Assistant City Manager Clayton Fulton reviewed the preliminary proposed budget, noting
the composition of each category. He noted discussions with area city managers regarding
preliminary values and that Tarrant County was the only county with values down while all
others were up. Mr. Fulton reviewed the Truth in Taxation (TNT) value after adjustments
and noted this year the city is starting with values down by 3% resulting in lost revenue. He
noted tax relief through homestead and senior and disabled exemptions estimated at a 6.2
cent tax rate impact. City Manager Caruthers and Mr. Fulton reviewed Hurst compared to
other cities regarding exemptions and anticipated losses expected next year due to recent
legislation. ~ Staffing reductions, proposed cost of living adjustments and staffing
comparisons were reviewed. Mr. Caruthers noted a proposed 2% cost of living adjustment
across the board, noting increases in health care. He noted if funds were available he would
bring forward additional compensation consideration at the August 12 meeting. Mr.
Caruthers reviewed area markets for public safety and noted conversations with area
managers indicated they are anticipating 3% to 5% salary adjustment on top of 2.5% to 4%
for market adjustment. Mr. Caruthers reviewed possible funding mechanisms to provide
additional compensation for police and fire to keep them within the mid-range of the survey
cities. He noted a recent police department survey indicating they could operate efficiently
with fewer positions and also last year’s ambulance rate subscription which could offset the
additional costs. Mr. Fulton reviewed the Voter Approval Rate (VAR) and noted if Council
decided to go with the VAR rate, he believes they could provide an additional 3% for public
safety.

Mayor Wilson recessed the meeting at 12:02 p.m. and reconvened at 12:28 p.m.

Assistant City Manager Fulton provided a packet of information regarding the July Certified
Value Summary and noted the publications required as part of the TNT. He reviewed
supplemental funds noting no real expansion in the Community Service and Anti-Crime
Funds. He noted staff is recommending a 2% rate increase noting historically the Hurst
philosophy has been incremental rate smoothing for water and sewer rates, and this rate will
help offset wholesale and other inflationary measures. He noted the Hurst Conference
Center is doing well for the year when you back out the capital project they are currently
completing. He also reviewed debt and capital needs noting opportunities to refinance in
future years, reviewing various projects to consider including infrastructure and facilities
needs. Mr. Caruthers reiterated the City has strong reserves, a strong credit rate, a Council
that leads by strategy and vision, and that staff will work on addressing constraints in
revenue and challenges.

Councilmember Meeks moved the City Council propose a tax rate be presented of
$0.611882 with a debt rate of .083256. Motion seconded by Councilmember Brotherton.

ORDINANCE 2601

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HURST, TEXAS,
AMENDING CHAPTER 14 OF THE HURST CODE OF ORDINANCES
THROUGH THE ADDITION OF ARTICLE V REGULATING SEX OFFENDER
RESIDENCY; REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING A
PENALTY CLAUSE; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; AND
PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Council (the “City Council”) of the City of Hurst, Texas
(the “City”), finds and determines that child sex offenders
represent a serious threat to public safety; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds and determines that the risk of recidivism
posed by sex offenders is frightening and high; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds and determines that child sex offenders who
reside near places where children gather pose a great risk to a
large number of children; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds and determines that the City has a
legitimate interest in the protection of children and that the
following residency restrictions are enacted to provide protection
for children in the City by minimizing sex offenders’ access and
proximity to areas where children gather; and

WHEREAS, the City of Hurst is a Home Rule municipality having full powers
of self-government and may enact ordinances relative to its
citizens’ health, safety, and welfare that are not inconsistent with
the Constitution and laws of the State; and

WHEREAS, the Texas Attorney General has concluded that State law does
not preempt a home-rule municipality’s ordinance prohibiting
registered sex offenders from living within a specified distance
from locations where children typically congregate; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds and declares that the meeting at which this
Ordinance is considered is open to the public as required by law,
and that public notice of the time, place and purpose of said
meeting was given as required by Chapter 551, Texas
Government Code; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds and determines that the adoption of this
Ordinance is in the best interests of and necessary to protect the
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health, safety, and welfare of the public.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF HURST, TEXAS:

Section 1. That all of the findings contained hereinabove are found to be true
and correct and are incorporated into this Ordinance by reference as if copied
herein.

Section 2. The City of Hurst Code of Ordinances Chapter 14 is hereby
amended by adding the following Article V, Sex Offender Residency
Restrictions, which and shall read as follows:

“SEX OFFENDER RESIDENCY RESTRICTIONS
Sec. 14-71 - Definitions

The following words, terms, and phrases, when used in this article,
shall have the meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where
the context clearly indicates a different meaning:

Child care center: means a child day care operation that is licensed
to care for seven or more children for less than 24 hours per day, at a
location other than the permit holder’s home.

Child care facility: means an establishment subject to regulation
by the Texas Department of Health and Human Services Commission
that provides assessment, care, training, education, custody, treatment,
or supervision for a child who is not related by blood, marriage, or
adoption to the owner or operator of the facility, for all or part of the
24-hour day, whether or not the establishment operates for profit or
charges for its services.

Loiter: means to remain, linger, idle, to continue, or to stay
unnecessarily or without particular or lawful purpose.

Minor: means a person younger than 17 years of age.

Permanent residence: A place where the person abides, lodges, or
resides for fourteen (14) or more consecutive days. A person who is
currently incarcerated does not abide, lodge, or reside at any location
other than the place where they are incarcerated.
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Premises where children commonly gather: Includes but is not
limited to a park, playground, school, day care facility, video arcade
facility, public or private youth center, registered home daycare,
recreational hiking and biking trails, or public swimming pool, or other
facility that regularly holds events primarily for children, as those terms
are defined in section 481.134 of the Texas Health and Safety Code or
commonly used in the City of Hurst. This also includes institutions of
higher education, such as a college or university campus, as that term
is defined in Texas Education Code § 61.003(8).

Sex offender: A person who is required to register on the state
department of public safety’s sex offender database because of a
violation involving a victim who was less than eighteen (18) years of
age or a violation involving child pornography regardless of whether the
age of the victim is known. It shall be prima facie evidence that this
article applies to a sex offender if the person’s record as it appears on
the state department of public safety’s sex offender database indicates
that the victim was less than eighteen (18) years of age or that the
offense involved child pornography regardless of whether the age of the
victim is known.

Temporary residence: A place where the person abides, lodges,
or resides for less than fourteen (14) days or fourteen (14) or more days
in the aggregate during any calendar year and which is not the person’s
permanent address, or a place where the person routinely abides,
resides, or lodges for a period of four (4) or more consecutive or
nonconsecutive days in any month and which is not the person’s
permanent residence. A person who is currently incarcerated does not
abide, lodge, or reside at any place other than the location where they
are incarcerated.

Sec. 14-72 - Prohibited areas; exceptions

(@) It is unlawful for a sex offender to establish a permanent residence
or temporary residence within 2,000 feet of any premises where
children commonly gather, a child care center, or a child care facility.

(b) It is unlawful for a sex offender to loiter within 500 feet of any place
where children commonly gather.

(c) It is unlawful for any person, firm, corporation, or other entity
owning or controlling any place or structure which is located within
2,000 feet of any premises where children commonly gather, a child
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care center, or a child care facility, to let or rent any place, structure,
or part thereof, with the knowledge that it will be used as a
permanent or temporary residence by any person prohibited from
establishing such permanent or temporary residence pursuant to the
terms of this article.

(d) For the purpose of determining the minimum distance separation,
the requirement shall be measured by following a straight line from
the property lot line of the permanent or temporary residence to the
nearest property lot line of the premises where children commonly
gather, as described herein.

(e) Any person violating a provision of this section shall be guilty of a
misdemeanor, and upon conviction shall be subject to a fine not to
exceed $500.

(f) No culpable mental state is required to be proven by the prosecution
as an element of this offense.

(g) Nothing in this article shall be interpreted to modify or reduce the
State’s safety ban.

(h) The following are affirmative defenses to a violation of subsection

(a):

(1) The person established the permanent or temporary residence
and has complied with all the sex offender registration laws of
the state prior to the date of the adoption of this section;

(2) The person was a minor when he/she committed the offense
and was not convicted as an adult;

(3) The person is a minor;

(4) The premises where children commonly gather, child care
center, or child care facility, was opened after the person
established the permanent or temporary residence, and the
person has complied with all sex offender registration laws of
the state; or

(5) The person proves that the information on the database is
incorrect and that, if corrected, this section would not apply to
the person.
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Sec. 14-73- Renting to person prohibited from establishing
residence

(@) It is unlawful to let or rent any place, structure or part thereof with
the knowledge that it will be used as a permanent or temporary
residence by a sex offender prohibited from establishing such
permanent residence or temporary residence pursuant to the terms
of this article.

(b) No lease or rental agreement or arrangement which would otherwise
violate this Section shall be extended or renewed beyond the term in
place as of January 21, 2027.

(c)Any person, firm or corporation violating a provision of this section
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction shall be
subject to a fine not to exceed $500.00.”

Sections 14-74—14-80 Reserved.

Section 3. That all ordinances or any parts thereof in conflict with the terms
of this ordinance shall be and hereby are deemed repealed and of no force or
effect.

Section 4. Any person violating any of the provisions of this ordinance shall
be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be fined as herein provided. A
separate offense shall be deemed committed upon each day during or on
which a violation occurs or continues.

Section 5. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause or phase of this
ordinance shall for any reason be held to be invalid, such decision shall not
affect the validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance.

Section 6. The fact that the present ordinances and regulations of the City of
Hurst, Texas are inadequate to properly safeguard the health, safety, morals,
peace and general welfare of the inhabitants of the City of Hurst, Texas,
creates an emergency for the immediate preservation of the public business,
property, health, safety and general welfare of the public which requires that
this ordinance shall become effective from and after the date of its passage,
and it is accordingly so ordained.

Background/Budget Analysis:

There are special requirements for cities that propose a budget that raises more
property taxes than raised in the previous year’s budget. Section 102.007(c) of the
Local Government Code requires a separate vote of the City Council to ratify the
property tax revenue increase included in the City’s proposed 2025-2026 budget.

When the revenues raised by property taxes in the City of Hurst Proposed Operating
Budget for Fiscal Year 2025-2026 are compared to the revenues raised by property
taxes in the City of Hurst, Texas Annual Operating Budget for Fiscal Year 2024-2025,
the result is an increase of $691,360 or 3.29% in property tax revenues for the
General Fund Operating Budget and the Interest & Sinking Fund Budget.

The City’s tax rate is proposed to increase by approximately .02 cents from
$0.591324 to $0.61182 per $100 of taxable property values. The net property tax
revenue increase of $691,360 will be used for continuity of municipal services
through addressing continued inflationary pressures, providing for a cost of living
adjustment for all employees, funding increases in mandated benefits, funding public
safety equipment, funding infrastructure maintenance, and other items as presented
on August 12, 2025 during the public hearing on the FY 26 proposed budget.

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:

The FY 26 budget’s largest funding source is property tax revenue that is established
by the certified values from the Tarrant Appraisal District and by the proposed tax
rate. The Council held a public hearing on the proposed budget and a separate public
hearing on the proposed tax rate, which demonstrates our community values of
Stewardship, Inclusiveness, and Positive Environment. Staff developed the
proposed budget following the Council’s strategic direction and is based upon the
tenants of the Hurst Way and is consistent with the Council’s Strategic Priorities.




Recommendation:

In compliance with the Local Government Code, adoption of Ordinance 2603
(b) will ratify the Property Tax Revenue Increase in the Fiscal Year 2025-2026
Budget.

Background/Budget Analysis:

According to Section 26.05 of the Tax Code, a taxing unit may not impose property
taxes in any (fiscal) year until the governing body has adopted a tax rate for that
year.

Senate Bill 2 as passed by the 86" Legislature requires the following language in
caps and larger font placed in the Ordinance adopting a Maintenance and Operations
tax rate that is higher than the No-New-Revenue Maintenance and Operations tax
rate. Substantially similar information is required to be posted on the home page of
the City’s Internet website if the proposed rate is adopted.

“THIS TAX RATE WILL RAISE MORE TAXES FOR MAINTENANCE AND
OPERATIONS THAN LAST YEAR'S TAX RATE. THE TAX RATE WILL
EFFECTIVELY BE RAISED BY 3.5 PERCENT AND WILL RAISE TAXES FOR
MAINTENANCE AND OPERATIONS ON A $100,000 HOME BY
APPROXIMATELY $17.88."

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:

The proposed tax rate funds the Fiscal Year 2026 budget. Taxes are assessed per
$100 of taxable value as established by the Tarrant Appraisal District. In accordance
with our Community Values, the Council held a public hearing on the budget and
to allow for comment on the proposed budget and posted notice of the meeting to
adopt the tax rate. The Fiscal Year 2026 budget was developed based upon the
tenants of the Hurst Way and is consistent with the Council’s Strategic Priorities.
The proposed tax rate will provide the necessary property tax revenue to fund the
Fiscal Year 2026 budget.




Recommendation:

Staff recommends City Council adopt the Proposed Tax Rate of $0.611882 per $100
taxable value to fund the Fiscal Year 2026 budget. The total tax rate includes a
maintenance and operations rate of $0.528626 and an interest and sinking (debt)

City Manager Review:

Background/Budget Analysis:

The Fiscal Services, Utility Billing and Public Works Departments reviewed the
proposed Water and Wastewater (Sewer) Services budget for Fiscal Year 2024-2025
and propose a modest rate increase of 2% to the retail water and wastewater rates.
The proposed water and sewer rates are expected to result in a sound financial
position for the Enterprise Fund in Fiscal Year 2025-2026. Weather and consumption
trends can quickly improve or deteriorate the Enterprise Fund’s annual financial
performance and are significant variables considered in the rate analysis.

Total wholesale water and wastewater costs are expected to increase by
approximately 3% based upon budget projections. While consumption is relatively
flat, wholesale costs are based upon other factors including contributions to capital
improvements through our participation in the Trinity River Authority’s Walker
Calloway Branch Sewer Project and being part of a consortium of cities that
purchase wholesale water and wastewater services. Rising wholesale and
operational costs coupled with the City’s efforts to smooth revenue variability
associated with weather patterns and water conservation efforts result in the
recommended 2% rate increase for Fiscal Year 2025-2026.

The following tables illustrate the proposed changes in wholesale water and
wastewater rates proposed by the City of Fort Worth for the upcoming fiscal year.
The total estimated increase is based upon current consumption patterns and
estimates and does not represent a budget to budget comparison.

Based upon our City’s efforts to smooth out rate increases and the increasing cost
of our wholesale water supply, we propose a 2% increase to our current water and
waste water rates for FY 2025-2026. Based on 7,000 gallons’ usage of Water and
Sewer, the increase is approximately $2.15 per month.

Commercial customers will continue to pay the additional base fee of $4 or $12 per
month depending upon meter size. There are no proposed changes to these
additional base fee amounts for FY 2025-2026. It is important to note that
apartment complexes and other multi-unit properties pay the additional base fee on
a per unit basis.

These rate increases are primarily driven by wholesale water/wastewater costs and
the City of Hurst’s rate smoothing policy. These rate increases are necessary to fund
the increase in wholesale water and wastewater costs and is consistent with the City
of Hurst rate smoothing policy.

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:

Increased revenues from the 2% increase in utility rates will be used to support the
Fiscal Year 26 budget. Based upon the tenants of the Hurst Way, with particular
focus on Financial Sustainability, staff evaluated our current budgetary needs,
available resources, and revenue sources. Based upon a thorough analysis and
considering our community values of Stewardship and Respect, staff looked at
every customer class and evaluated the impact upon various consumption levels
within each class and believe the 2% increase is fair to the City, our utility
customers, and those bond holders who have invested in our water and wastewater
infrastructure.

Recommendation:

Staff recommends City Council approve Ordinance 2605, first reading,
including the proposed Water and Wastewater rates effective October 1,
2025, to be included in all City utility bills processed on, or after, November
1, 2025.

An application has been made by Aurora Garza, with Kimley-Horn for a site plan
revision on Lot 1, Block A Walmart Addition, being 25.7 acres located at 1732 Precinct
Line Rd. The property is zoned GB-PD (General Business Planned Development).

The applicant is requesting the site plan revision in order to allow the Wing drone use
at this location permanently. The applicant will also remove the generator and add a
permanent power supply.
