Mayor Wilson recognized Atmos representative
Leigh Ferguson who stated the information sheet provided shows Atmos is committed to
updating its system and they are replacing older pipes and increasing size of pipes. She
stated to do this they have to put money into the system.

City Manager Review:

Background/Budget Analysis:

An application has been made by Stephen Rivers with Riverbank Capital, for a zoning
change with a site plan on Tract 4C Gulaver Wilson Survey A 1626, being .80 acres
located at 708 W. Hurst Blvd. The property is zoned MH (Mobile Home).

The applicant is requesting the zoning change to develop an office warehouse
business park. This development will share access to Hurst Blvd. with the existing
Regional Mobile Home Park and will be replatted at a later date.

The site plan indicates one building facing south with 5.156 square feet and one
smaller building facing east with 1,755 square feet. The applicant will be adding a six
(6) foot masonry wall adjacent to the mobile home park.

The landscape plan includes four (4) Bald Cypress, six (6) Southern Live Oak, 18
Crape Myrtle, Silverberry, Crimson Barberry, Carissa Holly, and Bermuda sod. All
landscaping will be irrigated. The applicant will also install a six (6) foot masonry
screening wall and landscape buffer adjacent to the residential property line.

The building elevations indicate a corrugated dark gray metal structure with a
standing seam metal roof and storefront glass with an overhead door.

The applicant is requesting building signhs over each storefront, these signs will meet
the OC zoning district regulations. They are also requesting a monument sign that is
five (5) ft. in height with 32 sq. ft. of sign area per face.




Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:

Reviewing the site plan is a direct representation of Council’'s goal for
Redevelopment.

Recommendation:

Based upon the Planning and Zoning Commission vote of 6-0, the recommendation is
City Council approve Ordinance 2608, second reading, Hurst Business Park.
