DRIVING SAFETY COURSE (DEFENSIVE DRIVING) REQUEST 

 I, the undersigned Defendant, enter a plea of NO CONTEST to the above-referenced offense, waive my right to a jury trial 
and request a 90 day extension to complete an approved Driving Safety Course (Defensive Driving).  I agree to pay the court costs 
and administrative fee which totals $144 in a regular zone or $169 in a school zone immediately, and I further swear that the 
following is true and correct: 

1.  I hold a valid Texas driver’s license or permit, a true and correct copy of which is submitted with this request. I do not 
hold a commercial driver’s license, and I did not hold a commercial driver’s license on the day of the offense;  

2.  I have current, valid liability insurance coverage, a true and correct copy of which is submitted with this request; and 
 3.  I am not in the process of taking a Driving Safety Course for the purpose of having a ticket dismissed, nor have I 
completed a Driving Safety Course for the purpose of having a ticket dismissed during the 12 months immediately preceding the 
date of this offense/offenses.

Order Deferring Proceedings for Ninety Days 

The foregoing request to take a Driving Safety Course pursuant to Texas CCP 45A.352 (a) is accepted and proceedings in this 
case are deferred for a period of ninety (90) days.  Defendant is hereby ORDERED to: 

1.  Complete a six hour Driving Safety Course approved by the Texas Department of Licensing and Regulation and submit 

the completion certificate to the Court on or before  90 DAYS FROM THE DATE OF THIS REQUEST; and  

2. Obtain a certified copy of his/her driving record from the Texas Department of Public Safety and submit said record to 

the Court on or before 90 DAYS FROM THE DATE OF THIS REQUEST. Said record (Type 3A) may be obtained from the Texas 

Department of Public Safety.  Said driving record will be reviewed to determine if Defendant’s statement in paragraph three of the 
request is true and correct. 

 If the Defendant complies with the requirements listed above, the Court will dismiss the ticket, and this violation will not 
appear on Defendant’s driving record as a conviction. If any of Defendant’s statements in his/her Request are false, or said 
completion certificate and/or driving record are not submitted to the Court by the deadline, the case will be set for a hearing.  If the 
Court finds that any of Defendant’s statements on the Request are false or that the Defendant failed to show good cause why 
he/she failed to comply with the Court’s Order, then a judgment of conviction will be entered, this violation will appear on the 
Defendant’s  driving record and the Defendant will be ordered to pay the fine of $200.00  immediately.
