Mr. Gordon reviewed the proposed project scope and funding
sources for the total cost for demolition, landscaping, and associated repairs is $300,000.

Mayor Wilson recognized Ms. Taylor Kamps, 429 W. Pleasant View Drive, who provided
council a handout on behalf of the residents of W. Pleasant View Drive expressing
appreciation for efforts made by the city to address traffic concerns on their street during
construction at LD Bell High School and freeway. Ms. Kamps also expressed residents’
requests for additional action by the city to address their traffic concerns. Mayor Wilson and
City Manager Clay Caruthers expressed their understanding of the increases in volume due to
the construction projects, noted many of their concerns could be addressed in various ways,
and reasons why speed humps and no thru street options were not viable. City Manager
Caruthers advised of several options and the city’s willingness to assist, as able, during the
project. He also noted that although the freeway schedule for completion is 18 months, the
frontage road closure causing the additional traffic is only scheduled to be shut nine months.
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Ms. Kamps thanked Council for their efforts.

Mayor Wilson also recognized Joe Smith, 321 W. Pleasantview who expressed his belief the
traffic trailer needs to be moved to the other end of Pleasantview, and Josh Holt, 452 W.

Executive Director of Planning and Development Michelle Lazo introduced Halff and
Associates representative Brad Johnson who reviewed the proposed zoning chapter review
process noting a lot of opportunities and challenges to address. He noted the update will
allow a more streamlined and predictable process to help clarify with definitions and
pictures. Mr. Johnson reviewed the proposed four phases of the process. In response to
Councilmember’s questions, Ms. Lazo stated it will allow for a better business and customer
service experience by clarifying definitions and as an example, it would make it easier on the
businesses to understand what type of signage they can permit versus relying on staff to
interpret. Also, it will give Council and Planning and Zoning Commission the opportunity to
look at current uses and what they may or may not want, and make it easier at the customer
counter to provide information. Mr. Johnson stated the intent statements he mentioned
earlier will help individuals not trained in technical verbiage to understand the overall intent
of the code along with pictures. He stated ultimately when you drill down, the code language
is still technical in that you have to have clear legal language.

Executive Director of Community Services Kyle Gordon reviewed the proposed slide
removal project noting the slides to be removed were part of the 1996 aquatic park and were
still functional during the 2017 renovation project due to being structurally okay at that time.
He stated they are now seeing major issues with maintenance and structure and the cost to
repair the slides is between $115,000 to $125,000 on top of the approximate $250,000
invested over the last 10 years. He reviewed admission data from 2019 indicating utilization
at Central Aquatics is decreasing as Chisholm Aquatics increases. He stated staff contacted a
feasibility consultant regarding the removal of the slides and that they confirmed the slides
should be removed. Mr. Gordon reviewed the proposed project scope and funding sources
for the total cost for demolition, landscaping, and associated repairs is $300,000. City
Manager Clay Caruthers noted this is a tangible example of priority-based budgeting
discussed in the budget work session and that staff is doing everything they can to make
sound fiscal policies. He stated the existing equipment has years left in funding payments
and that another decision will need to be made at that time. In response to Councilmember
questions, Mr. Gordon reviewed current slide costs for new purchases and that they were
fortunate this year’s failures happened at the end of the season. He stated the fiberglass
repairs have no warranty. Assistant City Manager Malaika Farmer stated this item did go to
the Park Board and that they overall agreed and understood cost efficiencies. She stated they
recognized some children will miss the features but understood the business decision.

Councilmember Waldron moved to authorize the city manager to proceed with the Central
Aquatics Center slide removal project with approved City contractors for an amount not to
exceed $300,000. Motion seconded by Councilmember Cobern. Motion prevailed by the
following vote:

Consider authorizing the city manager to purchase one fire apparatus and one ambulance

Fire Chief Brent Craft reviewed the proposed fire truck and ambulance purchase noting they
plan to replace the current front line 202 aerial apparatus with the same Sutphen brand. He
reviewed the current rotation process of 10 years and then they go to reserve. Chief Craft
also noted the 36-month production time and cost of $2,268,046. City Manager Caruthers
noted payment options available and that the most advantageous is to pay upon delivery.
Chief Craft stated staff will come back at a later date for the equipment items. He stated the
proposed ambulance purchase is to replace the existing unit with the exact model and it has a
production time of fifteen months and a cost of $365,375 and is currently budgeted in this
year’s budget. City Manager Caruthers reviewed the rotation process noting that the unit
goes into reserve, but it is still utilized as backup and then rotated out of service. Chief Craft
noted that post pandemic the fire truck was about $1.4 million and has almost increased by

$1 million. Mr. Caruthers noted this is no different than your home budget and inflation is
real for the City. Mayor Pro Tem McKenzie expressed he was glad people could hear the
inflation costs and that staff is doing due diligence to look at every opportunity to reduce
funding and enhance the fleet while keeping everyone safe.

Mayor Pro Tem McKenzie moved to authorize the city manager to purchase one (1) fire
apparatus and one (1) ambulance from approved vendors in the amount of $2,633,421.
Motion seconded by Councilmember Brotherton. Motion prevailed by the following vote:

ORDINANCE 2610

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HURST AMENDING CHAPTER 13,
MUNICIPAL COURT BY AMENDING SECTION 13-8, DELETING SECTIONS
13-14 AND 13-15 AND ADDING A NEW SECTION 13-14 RELEVANT TO
THE ASSESSMENT AND COLLECTION OF REIMBURSEMENT FEES AND
COURT COSTS; PROVIDING A CUMULATIVE CLAUSE; PROVIDING A
SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND
ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS, the City of Hurst (the “City”) is a Home Rule municipality having
full powers of self-government and may enact ordinances relative
to its citizens’ health, safety, and welfare that are not inconsistent
with the Constitution and laws of the State; and

WHEREAS, the City has created a Municipal Court of record, having concurrent
jurisdiction with the justice court in criminal cases that arise in the
City and that are punishable by fine only; and

WHEREAS, House Bill 2282 of the 89t Legislature ("HB 2282") amended the
reimbursement fees to defray the cost of the services provided for
a defendant convicted of a felony or a misdemeanor; and

WHEREAS, House Bill 1950 of the 89t" Legislature ("HB 1950”) created a
Consolidated Municipal Court Building Security and Technology
Fund; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds and determines that the fees and costs
adopted by this ordinance are in compliance with the provisions
and intent of HB 2282 and HB 1950, and are thus, revenue neutral
to the greatest extent possible; and

WHEREAS, all statutory and constitutional requirements for the passage of this
ordinance have been adhered to, including but not limited to the
Open Meetings Act.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF HURST, TEXAS:

SECTION 1: THAT all matters stated in the preamble are found to be true and
correct and are incorporated herein as if copied in their entirety.

SECTION 2: THAT Chapter 13, Municipal Courts, Section 13-8 is amended and
replaced, which shall read as follows:
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Sec. 13-8. - Failure to appear; Fee for warrant of arrest.

SECTION 3:

If any person fails to appear before the court, either in compliance
with a personal bond or as directed by a notice of the municipal
court clerk's officer, and a warrant for the person’s arrest is
issued, a reimbursement fee of seventy-five dollars ($75.00)
shall be charged for the execution or processing of such warrant
by the applicable law enforcement agency, pursuant to Article
102.011(a) of the Texas Code of Criminal Procedure. The
reimbursement fee shall be assessed on conviction, regardless of
whether the defendant was arrested at the same time for another
offense, and shall be assessed for each arrest of a defendant
arising out of the offense for which the defendant has been
convicted.

THAT Chapter 13, Municipal Courts, Section 13-14 - Municipal
Court technology fund and 13-15 - Municipal Court building
security fund are hereby repealed and a new Chapter 13,
Municipal Courts, Section 13-14 is created, which shall read as
follows:

The money deposited in the Consolidated Municipal Court building
security technology fund may be used to the extent permissible
under state law.

THAT this Ordinance shall be cumulative of all other City

THAT it is hereby declared to be the intention of the City Council
of the City of Hurst, Texas, that sections, paragraphs, clauses and
phrases of this Ordinance are severable, and if any phrase,
clause, sentence, paragraph or section of this Ordinance shall be
declared legally invalid or unconstitutional by the valid judgment
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or decree of any court of competent jurisdiction, such legal
invalidity or unconstitutionality shall not affect any of the

The City advertised for an Annual Purchase Agreement to purchase top soil, cushion
sand, and chat aggregate. The advertisement was sent to the Fort Worth Star
Telegram, Public Purchase, and Hub resources on August 31st and September 71,
2025. Cost for these materials and services are dynamic and are directly impacted by
inflationary pressures. Sealed bids were received and opened on September 16" at
2:00 pm. Bids were accepted from HAG Trucking and Lowery Sand and Gravel.
Submitting the lowest bid of $55,987.50 HAG Trucking was selected by staff as the
primary supplier with Lowery Sand and Gravel as a secondary option.

City Manager Review:

Background/Budget Analysis:

The City of Hurst and Tarrant County have combined efforts for many years to provide
quality asphalt overlay and re-striping of Hurst streets for the citizens of Hurst. City
of Hurst Street Division staff will assist the County by preparing the streets for re-
striping.

Tarrant County will re-stripe North East Mall Boulevard and West Cheryl Avenue with
paint including turn arrows, stop bars, cross walks and installation of raised pavement
markings. The agreement is similar to previous years, Tarrant County will provide the
equipment and labor for the re-striping. The City of Hurst will be responsible for the
cost of material and labor to do the re-striping, traffic controls, cleaning the street
prior to the striping, and any repairs needed.

Funds are budgeted and staff will not exceed the budgeted amount of $30,000.

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:

The participation in the Tarrant County Overlay Program each year is directly
representative of the Council’'s goals of Financial Sustainability and
Infrastructure maintenance.

Recommendation:

Staff recommends City Council authorize the City Manager to enter into an
Interlocal Agreement with Tarrant County for the re-striping at the NE Mall
in an amount not to exceed $30,000.00.

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT
COUNTY OF TARRANT

This Interlocal Agreement is between Tarrant County, Texas (“COUNTY?”),
and the City of Hurst (“CITY”).

WHEREAS, the CITY is requesting the COUNTY’s assistance applying
permanent roadway striping on the following streets (the “Project”), located within
the CITY:

¢ Northeast Mall Boulevard — from Pipeline Road to service road. Work to
include application of approximately 7,000 linear feet of paint, including turn
arrows, stop bars, cross walks and installation of raised pavement
markings.

e West Cheryl Avenue — from Northeast Mall Boulevard to Melbourne Road.
Work to include application of approximately 3,500 linear feet of paint,
including turn arrows, stop bars, cross walks and installation of raised
pavement markings.

WHEREAS, the Interlocal Cooperation Act contained in Chapter 791 of the
Texas Government Code provides legal authority for the parties to enter into this
Agreement; and

WHEREAS, during the performance of the governmental functions and the
payment for the performance of those governmental functions under this
Agreement, the parties will make the performance and payment from current
revenues legally available to that party; and

WHEREAS, the Commissioners Court of the COUNTY and the City Council
of the CITY each make the following findings:

a. This Agreement serves the common interests of both parties;
b. This Agreement will benefit the public;
C. The division of costs fairly compensates both parties to this

Agreement; and

d. The CITY and the COUNTY have authorized their representative to
sign this Agreement; and

e. The COUNTY and CITY acknowledge that they are each a
“‘governmental entity” and not a “business entity” as those terms are
defined in Tex. Gov't Code § 2252.908, and therefore, no disclosure



of interested parties pursuant to Tex. Gov’t Code Section 2252.908
is required.

NOW, THEREFORE, the COUNTY and the CITY agree as follows:
TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1. COUNTY RESPONSIBILITY

The COUNTY will furnish the labor, equipment, and materials to assist the
CITY in completing the Project.

The COUNTY will use waterborne acrylic traffic paint that complies with
current Texas Department of Transportation specifications.

The COUNTY will apply the striping during the hours of 8:30 AM to 2:30
PM, Monday to Friday.

2. CITY RESPONSIBILITY

The CITY will pay the COUNTY for the cost of labor and paint materials in
an amount not to exceed $26,857.80. The actual cost to the CITY will be
determined upon completion of the Project.

The CITY will provide striping documentation if there are no markings
present or no longer visible, and if passing lanes or ANY deviation from the original
striping is requested.

The CITY will provide a staging area if needed, and personnel to provide
flagging and/or traffic control assistance as necessary.

The CITY will ensure prior to striping that the roadway surface is clean and
serviceable for application of paint, and that temporary tabs and construction
markings are removed.

The CITY will notify adjacent property owners of the schedule for striping
services provided by the COUNTY. The CITY agrees that the CITY will be
responsible for damages to adjacent property.

The CITY will pay COUNTY the invoiced amount for all striping, signs and
incidental materials, upon completion of the Project.



3. PROCEDURES DURING PROJECT

If the CITY has a complaint regarding the COUNTY’s performance of the Project,
the CITY must complain in writing to the COUNTY no later than 30 days of the
date of Project completion.

4, NO WAIVER OF IMMUNITY

This Agreement does not waive COUNTY rights under a legal theory of sovereign
immunity. This Agreement does not waive CITY rights under a legal theory of
sovereign immunity.

5. TIME PERIOD FOR COMPLETION

The CITY will give the COUNTY notice to proceed at the appropriate time.
However, the COUNTY is under no duty to commence construction at any
particular time.

6. THIRD PARTY

This contract shall not be interpreted to inure to the benefit of a third party not a
party to this contract. This contract may not be interpreted to waive any statutory
or common law defense, immunity, including governmental and sovereign
immunity, or any limitation of liability, responsibility, or damage of any party to this
contract, party’s agent, or party’s employee, otherwise provided by law.

7. JOINT VENTURE & AGENCY

The relationship between the parties to this Agreement does not create a
partnership or joint venture between the parties. This Agreement does not appoint
any party as agent for the other party.

8. EFFECTIVE DATE

This Agreement becomes effective when signed by the last party whose signing
makes the Agreement fully executed.

9. TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT
This Agreement will automatically terminate upon completion of the Project or

September 30, 2026, whichever date occurs first. This Agreement may be
renewed prior to its expiration upon the mutual consent of the parties in writing.

Background/Budget Analysis:

Bandwango provides a digital platform that connects local businesses with visitors and
residents through curated mobile passes, discounts, and experiences. Because the City
of Hurst does not operate a Convention & Visitors Bureau, there is currently a gap in
how information about our restaurants, retailers, and entertainment options reach
visitors to our hotels and the Hurst Conference Center. Bandwango bridges that gap
by helping communities like Hurst promote local attractions, drive spending at
participating businesses, and enhance the overall visitor experience.

For example, a visitor arrives for a conference, they receive the Hurst “Show Your
Badge” pass, which guides them to recommended dining, shopping, and evening
entertainment, with incentives to check in at local businesses. Bandwango provides
support services to onboard local merchants (restaurants, shops, attractions) and
manage their participation: adding them to the pass, setting up offers, handling
merchant questions. Staff believes this will enhance visitor experience by giving them
a bridge to dining, shopping and entertainment in Hurst, driving revenue to local
businesses. This approach will also provide measurable data allowing the City to
monitor ROI and refine efforts. The cost of the service is $15,588 per year with a one-
time $2,000 set up, using Hotel/Motel tax for funding.

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:

Staff believes this purchase focuses on the Financial Sustainability and Public
Service aspects of the Hurst Way.

Recommendation:

Staff recommends City Council authorize the city manager to enter into an
agreement with Bandwango, Inc. for a digital platform connecting businesses
to visitors in Hurst in an amount not exceed $17,588.

Background/Budget Analysis:

An application has been made by Erick Carter with Ayme Insurance for a zoning
change with a site plan on Lot 10A, Block A Norwood Addition, being .56 acre located
at 125 Norwood Dr. The property is zoned GB (General Business).

The applicant is requesting the zoning change with a site plan in order to remodel the
existing home into an insurance office. The lots in the 100 block of Norwood were
rezoned to General Business in the 1990’s, but have always been occupied as
residential.

The structure will be remodeled to include two (2) offices, a reception area, a kitchen,
and a larger conference room. There are no changes proposed to the building
footprint. The structure will be updated to meet all ADA compliance issues. There is
an existing carport that encroaches on the building setback line adjacent to the
residential lot to the north. The existing driveway also encroaches on the lot to the
north, but the developer is willing to modify as needed when future development
OCCurs.

The old Norwood right-of-way will remain and a new fire hydrant will be added near
the south property line. The developer will add seven (7) parking spaces along the
right-of-way area and five (5) parking spaces adjacent to the structure.

The property has several mature Live Oaks and landscaping will remain. The applicant
is requesting to use a natural landscape buffer and the existing wood fence in lieu of
a masonry screening wall on the north property line. They are willing to add a row of
shrubs on the property to the north and are working to contact the property owner.
