Executive Director of Economic Development Chris Connolly briefed Council on the 
Bandwango digital platform connecting local business and the community.  He explained 
how they tie restaurants, retailers, and entertainment options to visitors of the City’s hotels 
and the Hurst Conference Center.  He noted that this product will act similar to a Convention 
& Visitors Bureau that the City does not currently have noting the request is for an amount 
not to exceed $17,588.

Executive Director of Planning and Development Michelle Lazo briefed Council on the 
Hurst 500 Townhome application noting the site is a little over ten acres and currently zoned 
GB.  She noted the challenge to develop the lot due to the large flood plain and the request 
for GB-PD allows for a denser property.  She stated this is just the zoning case and the 
applicant would have to provide a site plan if approved that will show more details.  Ms. 
Lazo reviewed access and open space.

Executive Director of Planning and Development Michelle Lazo briefed Council on the 
proposed case noting the site is currently zoned GB and the current owner has an insurance 
agency and is requesting to convert the residential home into an office.  She reviewed the 
landscaping, floor plan and elevations of the property.  Ms. Lazo noted a modification 
request for the masonry wall noting the difficulty due to landscaping on the adjoining 
property.

Executive Director of Planning and Development Michell Lazo briefed Council on the 
proposed replat noting some owners in Lonesome Dove Estates had fenced in a portion of the 
land in the Adkins Park Development and that as part of their agreement with the owners 
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they are deeding that small portion to the Lonesome Dove Trail homeowners.

Executive Director of Human Resources Stephanie Jenkins briefed Council on the proposed 
ordinance noting the cost of living adjustment for retirees. She reviewed the various options 
and noted this is a one-time non-repeating 30% of CPI adjustment and that funding is 
included in the current budget.  Ms. Jenkins also noted changes to the program next year with 
a new operational procedure regarding ad hoc adjustments.  She stated if the City selects ad 
hoc in any four (4) year period more than once, it will be treated as a reoccurring selection.  
City Manager Caruthers noted this will be a difficult decision next year.

He noted needed repairs 
of the concrete flume and 60” storm drain outflow line on portions of backyards and noted 
the repairs will not exceed $126,000.

permitting and fees noting recent passage of Senate Bill 1008 during the 89th Legislative 

Session.  She noted the bill prohibits collection of a fee if the premise is a food service 

establishment that has already paid a fee to operate.  Ms. Frick stated staff will still process 

the Texas Alcoholic Beverage permit or renewal, but will not issue a permit.  She stated all 

other regulations remain in effect.  City Manager Clay Caruthers noted the City is unable to 

collect the fee, but still has to subsidize due to the process.

He thanked the 

numerous sponsors noting $83,096 total value. 

 

City Manager Caruthers noted tonight’s request for $25,000 fixed, plus $25,000 based on 

projects completed.  He stated this is truly a program that directly helps Hurst residents keep 

property vibrant in the community.  He encouraged residents to let the City know if they are 

aware of someone who could benefit.

Background/Budget Analysis:  

 

An application has been made by Erick Carter with Ayme Insurance for a zoning 

change with a site plan on Lot 10A, Block A Norwood Addition, being .56 acre located 

at 125 Norwood Dr. The property is zoned GB (General Business).   

 

The applicant is requesting the zoning change with a site plan in order to remodel the 

existing home into an insurance office. The lots in the 100 block of Norwood were 
rezoned to General Business in the 1990’s, but have always been occupied as 

residential.     

 

The structure will be remodeled to include two (2) offices, a reception area, a kitchen, 
and a larger conference room. There are no changes proposed to the building 

footprint. The structure will be updated to meet all ADA compliance issues. There is 
an existing carport that encroaches on the building setback line adjacent to the 

residential lot to the north. The existing driveway also encroaches on the lot to the 
north, but the developer is willing to modify as needed when future development 

occurs. 

 

The old Norwood right-of-way will remain and a new fire hydrant will be added near 
the south property line. The developer will add seven (7) parking spaces along the 

right-of-way area and five (5) parking spaces adjacent to the structure.    

 

The property has several mature Live Oaks and landscaping will remain. The applicant 

is requesting to use a natural landscape buffer and the existing wood fence in lieu of 
a masonry screening wall on the north property line.
