City Manager Review:  

 

Background/Budget Analysis:  

 

The City of Hurst and Tarrant County have combined efforts for many years to 

provide quality asphalt overlaid streets for the citizens of Hurst. City of Hurst Street 
Division staff will assist the County by preparing the streets for re-surfacing, 

handling traffic control, and replacing any street markings. 
 

Two street segments are proposed for rehabilitation this year. The two segments 

are Hurstview Drive from Circleview Drive South to Airport Frwy (approximately 
929 linear feet), Norwood Drive from Redbud Drive to Brown Trail (approximately 

2,110 linear feet). These segments will be milled and overlaid with two inches of 
new asphalt pavement. These street segments are listed in the attached Interlocal 

Agreement.  Tarrant County Commissioners are scheduled to act on the Interlocal 

Agreement after Council approval at their next regularly scheduled meeting.   
 

The agreement is similar to previous years, with the County assisting in the milling 
process by providing additional trucks to haul-off the waste material. Tarrant County 

will also provide the equipment and labor for the placement of the asphalt overlays.  
The City of Hurst will be responsible for the cost of material, asphalt removal, traffic 

control, pavement markings, and storm water pollution prevention. 
 

The total cost will not exceed $200,000.00. Sufficient funds have been budgeted 

in the FY2026 to cover the cost of this project. 
 

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:  

 

The participation in the Tarrant County Overlay Program each year is directly 

representative of the Council’s goals of Financial Sustainability and 

Infrastructure maintenance.    

 

Recommendation: 

 

Staff recommends City Council authorize the city manager to enter into an 

Interlocal Agreement with Tarrant County for the 2026 Street Overlay 

Program, in an amount not to exceed $200,000.  
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THE STATE OF TEXAS  
 

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT 
COUNTY OF TARRANT  

 
 

 This Interlocal Agreement is between Tarrant County, Texas (“COUNTY”), 
and the City of Hurst(“CITY”). 
 

WHEREAS the CITY is requesting the COUNTY’s assistance to: 
 

 Resurface Hurstview drive located within the City of Hurst and 
Tarrant County Commissioner Precinct #3 from Circleview South to 
Airport Frwy (Approximately 929 linear feet). 

 

 Resurface Norwood drive Hurstview drive located within the City of 
Hurst and Tarrant County Commissioner Precinct #3 from Redbud 
Drive to Brown Trail (Approximately 2,110 linear feet). 

 

 Resurface Thousand oaks drive located within the City of Hurst and 
Tarrant County Commissioner Precinct #3 from Precinct Line Road 
to Campus drive (Approximately 1,543 linear feet). 
 
 

 
Collectively, hereinafter referred to as the “Project”.   
 
 WHEREAS the Interlocal Cooperation Act contained in Chapter 791 of the 
Texas Government Code provides legal authority for the parties to enter into this 
Agreement; and 
  
 WHEREAS, during the performance of the governmental functions and the 
payment for the performance of those governmental functions under this 
Agreement, the parties will make the performance and payment from current 
revenues legally available to that party; and   
 
 WHEREAS the Commissioners Court of the COUNTY and the City Council 
of the CITY each make the following findings: 
 

a. This Agreement serves the common interests of both parties. 
b. This Agreement will benefit the public. 
c. The division of costs fairly compensates both parties to this 

Agreement. 
d. The CITY and the COUNTY have authorized their representative to 

sign this Agreement. 
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e.  Both parties acknowledge that they are each a “governmental entity” 
and not a “business entity” as those terms are defined in Tex. Gov’t 
Code § 2252.908, and therefore, no disclosure of interested parties 
pursuant to Tex. Gov’t Code Section 2252.908 is required. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, the COUNTY and the CITY agree as follows: 

 
TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

 
1. COUNTY RESPONSIBILITY 
 

The COUNTY will furnish the labor and equipment to assist the CITY in 
completing the Project: 

 

 Resurface Hurstview drive located within the City of Hurst and 
Tarrant County Commissioner Precinct #3 from Circleview South to 
Airport Frwy (Approximately 929 linear feet). 

 

 Resurface Norwood drive Hurstview drive located within the City of 
Hurst and Tarrant County Commissioner Precinct #3 from Redbud 
Drive to Brown Trail (Approximately 2,110 linear feet). 

 

 Resurface Thousand oaks drive located within the City of Hurst and 
Tarrant County Commissioner Precinct #3 from Precinct Line Road 
to Campus drive (Approximately 1,543 linear feet). 
 

 
2. CITY RESPONSIBILITY  
 

2.1 The CITY will furnish and pay for the actual cost of the materials, 
including any delivery or freight cost.  The CITY will provide a 
purchase order and will be billed directly by the material supplier.  
The COUNTY may accumulate and bill the CITY for incidental 
material cost.    

2.2 The CITY will pay for one-half of the COUNTY’s fuel used to 
construct this Project.  The COUNTY will invoice the CITY for the fuel 
consumed at the conclusion of the Project.  

2.3  The CITY will be responsible for all traffic control necessary to safely 
construct this project. This responsibility includes all advance 
notices, signage, barricades, pilot vehicles, and flagmen necessary 
to control traffic in and around the construction site. The CITY will be 
responsible for and provide portable message boards to supplement 
traffic control as needed.  

2.4 The CITY will remove the existing surface and make any necessary 
roadway repairs and preparations prior to the COUNTY starting 
work. 
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2.5    The CITY will adjust all utilities, manholes and valve boxes for this 
Project. 

2.6    The CITY will provide the COUNTY with a hydrant meter and all the 
water necessary for construction of the Project at no cost to the 
COUNTY. 

2.7 The CITY will provide or pay for any engineering, survey, and 
laboratory testing required for this Project.  

2.8    The CITY will furnish a site for dumping all spoils and waste materials 
generated during construction of this Project.  

2.9    The CITY will provide the material to backfill the pavement edges for 
this project.  

2.10  If required, the CITY will be responsible for the design and 
development of a Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP).   
The CITY further agrees to pay for all cost (including sub-contractor 
materials, labor, and equipment) associated with the implementation 
of the plan.  The COUNTY will be responsible for maintenance of the 
plan during the duration of the Project.  Documentation and record 
keeping of the SWPPP will be the responsibility of the CITY.   

 
3. PROCEDURES DURING PROJECT 
 
COUNTY retains the right to inspect and reject all materials provided for this 
Project.  
 
If the CITY has a complaint regarding the construction of the project, the CITY 
must complain in writing to the COUNTY no later than 30 days of the date of project 
completion.   
 
4. NO WAIVER OF IMMUNITY 
 
This Agreement does not waive COUNTY rights under a legal theory of sovereign 
immunity.  This Agreement does not waive CITY rights under a legal theory of 
sovereign immunity. 
 
5. OPTIONAL SERVICES 
 
If requested by the CITY, the COUNTY will apply permanent striping coordinated 
through the Transportation Department.  Application of striping by the COUNTY is 
limited to Project roadways.  If the CITY desires permanent striping applied to any 
roadways or portions of roadways not covered by this Agreement, the CITY will 
need to enter into a separate agreement with the COUNTY for the provision of 
those services.  
 
6. TIME PERIOD FOR COMPLETION  
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The CITY will give the COUNTY notice to proceed at the appropriate time.  
However, the COUNTY is under no duty to commence construction at any time. 
 
7. THIRD PARTY 
 
This contract shall not be interpreted to inure to the benefit of a third party not a 
party to this contract. This contract may not be interpreted to waive any statutory 
or common law defense, immunity, including governmental and sovereign 
immunity, or any limitation of liability, responsibility, or damage of any party to 
this contract, party’s agent, or party’s employee, otherwise provided by law. 
 

8. JOINT VENTURE & AGENCY 

The relationship between the parties to this Agreement does not create a 
partnership or joint venture between the parties.  This Agreement does not appoint 
any party as agent for the other party. 

 
9. EFFECTIVE DATE 
 
This Agreement becomes effective when signed by the last party whose signing 
makes the Agreement fully executed. 
 
10. TERMINATION  
 

This Agreement will automatically terminate on either September 30, 2026, or on 
the date the project is completed, whichever occurs first.  Notwithstanding the 
foregoing, or any other language to the contrary, either party may terminate this 
Agreement without cause upon thirty (30) days’ written notice to the other party 
prior to the intended date of termination.  In the event of termination by either 
party, neither party shall have any further obligations to the other party under this 
Agreement, except that the CITY remains liable to the COUNTY for any 
outstanding invoice for materials that the COUNTY provides for the project, if any.  

 

11. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS 
 
In providing the services required by this Agreement, COUNTY and CITY must 
observe and comply with all applicable federal, state, and local statutes, 
ordinances, rules, and regulations, including without limitation, workers’ 
compensation laws, minimum and maximum salary and wage statutes and 
regulations, and non-discrimination laws and regulations.  COUNTY and CITY 
shall be responsible for ensuring its compliance with any laws and regulations 
applicable to its business, including maintaining any necessary licenses and 
permits. 
 
12. EXECUTION OF AGREEMENT 
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This agreement may be executed in one or more counterparts, each of which will 
be deemed to be an original copy of this agreement, and all of which, when taken 
together, shall be deemed to constitute one and the same agreement. The 
exchange of copies of this agreement and of signature pages by electronic 
transmission shall constitute effective execution and delivery of this agreement as 
to the parties and may be used in lieu of the original agreement for all purposes. 
Signatures of the parties transmitted or executed electronically shall be deemed to 
be their original signatures for any purpose whatsoever.

City Manager Review:  

 

Background/Budget Analysis:  

 

The Hurst Heritage Village site, constructed in 2009, is shared between Fire Station 
2 and the Senior Activities Center. Over the years, the site has undergone movement 

and shifting, resulting in subsurface settlement and uneven pavement. These issues 
have been addressed through lifting and correction measures on several occasions in 

the past. Recent evaluations have ruled out leaks in the storm sewer system as a 

contributing factor. However, the precise cause of the ongoing subsurface settlement 

is currently unknown. 

 

City staff prioritizes ensuring the site remains safe and fully accessible to the public 
while preparations are made for a comprehensive investigation into the underlying 

causes of the settlement. The proposed solution involves the foam lift method to 
address the 17 identified locations of uneven pavement. This corrective action entails 

injecting a polyurethane liquid mixture beneath the concrete, which expands to raise 
and level the affected slabs. It is a minimally invasive approach that avoids extensive 

excavation. 

 

The City-approved concrete contractor, Nortex Concrete Lift & Stabilization, 
submitted a price of $29,390, which includes a 5% contingency for any unforeseen 

changes. The repairs are anticipated to be completed within two weeks and are 
designed to minimize impact, ensuring no disruption to the normal operations of Fire 

Station 2, the Senior Activities Center, or the Heritage Village Plaza. Funding for the 

project has been identified within the Special Projects Fund.  

 

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:  

 

In an effort to remain a vibrant community, this project addresses the City Council’s 
Strategic Priorities for Infrastructure and Public Safety by maintaining City 

facilities.

City Manager Review:  

 

Background/Budget Analysis:  

 

An application has been made by Rahulkumar Patel for a Special Use Permit for 

Packaged Alcohol Sales on a portion of Lot 2, Block 1 Fanning Business Park Addition, 
being .95 acre located at 1222 W. Hurst Blvd. This property is zoned GB-PD (General 

Business Planned Development) 

 

The developer plans to remodel suite 400 to open Castle Liquor with 1,171 square 

feet. The strip center has 36 parking spaces along Hurst Blvd. and Fanning Drive, 

which meets the zoning requirements for the existing and proposed use. 

 

The SUP checklist requires many of the same site plan requirements, but also includes 

a floor plan for safety considerations. Operating hours for liquor stores are mandated 
by the state. The operating hours are 10 a.m. to 9 p.m., Monday through Saturday, 

and closed on Sunday.  

 

Prior to receiving a Certificate of Occupancy, the applicant will be required to submit 
a proposed security plan including security cameras, alarm system, alarm monitoring, 

video and audio recording, drop safe, security signs, height markers, and safety 
training programs. These requirements are currently mandatory for convenience 

stores, and the Police Department will partner with Building Inspections on all liquor 

store certificate of occupancy requirements.  

 

The applicant is requesting a building sign on the front elevation and a panel on the 
existing monument sign. The signs will meet the requirements for the GB (General 

Business) zoning district. 
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Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:  

 

There is no fiscal impact. Consideration of the Site Plan Revision is a direct 

representation of Council’s goal for Economic Vitality. 

 

Recommendation: 

 

Based on the Planning and Zoning Commission’s vote of 7-0, the recommendation is 
City Council move to approve Ordinance 2615, first reading, a Special Use
