City Manager Review:  

 

Background/Budget Analysis:  

 

An application has been made by Guion Gregg, with Guion Gregg III 2020 Irrevocable 
Trust for a site plan revision on Lot 8, Block 1 Olde Towne Square Addition, being 

1.56 acres located at 725 Airport Freeway. The property is zoned GB-PD (General 

Business Planned Development).   

 

The applicant is requesting the site plan revision in order to replace the existing pole 

sign with a taller pole sign for better visibility to Airport Freeway. The property is 
addressed on Airport Freeway, but due to the shape of the building and lack of 

visibility the owner has difficulty attracting retailers. The sign elevation is similar to 

the pole sign for the Tiff’s Treats strip center across Airport Freeway.  

 

The proposed sign is 50 feet in height with 200 square ft. of signage per face. The 

base will be clad in masonry as required by ordinance.  

 

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:  

 

There is no fiscal impact. Consideration of the Site Plan Revision is a direct 

representation of Council’s goal for Economic Vitality.  

 

Recommendation:

Background/Budget Analysis:  

 

The City of Hurst has a Texas and FEMA approved 2020 Hazard Mitigation Action Plan 

that outlines natural hazards and associated potential mitigation projects to make 

Hurst a safer place to live. Every five years the Federal Government requires Cities 
to update and submit to the State and FEMA their hazard mitigation action plan 

(HAZMAP) for approval. Hurst participates with the North Central Texas Council of 
Governments (NCTCOG) in a Tarrant County planning process to update the HAZMAP. 

The 2025 Plan has been approved by the State and FEMA, each City is required to 
pass a resolution for the plan to be fully approved by FEMA. The mitigation goals and 

plans listed for Hurst are not binding, but provide ideas on what we can do if the 
funding is available. An approved plan makes Hurst a candidate for mitigation grants 

from the State of Texas. 

 

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:  

 

In support of the City Council’s Strategic Priority of Public Safety and Financial 

Sustainability, mitigation makes Hurst a safer, more sustainable place to live and 

having access to grant dollars for large mitigation projects lessens the burden on the 

Citizens of Hurst. 

 

Recommendation: 

 

Staff recommends City Council move to approve Resolution 1906 adopting the 

2025 Tarrant County Hazard Mitigation Action Plan.

Background/Budget Analysis:  

 

An application has been made by Rahulkumar Patel for a Special Use Permit for 

Packaged Alcohol Sales on a portion of Lot 2, Block 1 Fanning Business Park Addition, 
being .95 acre located at 1222 W. Hurst Blvd. This property is zoned GB-PD (General 

Business Planned Development) 

 

The developer plans to remodel suite 400 to open Castle Liquor with 1,171 square 

feet. The strip center has 36 parking spaces along Hurst Blvd. and Fanning Drive, 

which meets the zoning requirements for the existing and proposed use. 

 

The SUP checklist requires many of the same site plan requirements, but also includes 

a floor plan for safety considerations. Operating hours for liquor stores are mandated 
by the state. The operating hours are 10 a.m. to 9 p.m., Monday through Saturday, 

and closed on Sunday.  

 

Prior to receiving a Certificate of Occupancy, the applicant will be required to submit 
a proposed security plan including security cameras, alarm system, alarm monitoring, 

video and audio recording, drop safe, security signs, height markers, and safety 
training programs. These requirements are currently mandatory for convenience 

stores, and the Police Department will partner with Building Inspections on all liquor 

store certificate of occupancy requirements.  

 

The applicant is requesting a building sign on the front elevation and a panel on the 
existing monument sign. The signs will meet the requirements for the GB (General 

Business) zoning district.
