City Manager Review:  

 

Background/Budget Analysis:  

 

An application has been made by Krisandra Lippert with Anchor Point Management Group for a 

site plan revision on a portion of Lot 2R1, Block 1 Lowes Addition #1, being 14.65 acres located 

at 770 Grapevine Highway. The property is zoned GB-PD (General Business Planned 

Development).  The property will be replatted at a later date.  

 

The applicant is requesting a site plan revision in order to develop a 7 Brew Coffee with 820 

square feet, a storage cooler, and a two-lane drive-thru. The development is proposed south of 

the driveway to Lowe’s on Precinct Line Rd. Due to the heavy congestion in this area the applicant 

has moved the entrance to the drive-thru away from the intersection and added a traffic flow 

plan with raised landscaped islands and striping. There will also be a drive-thru queue that can 

accommodate 28 cars.   

 

The landscape plan indicates the preservation of three (3) Live Oaks along Precinct Line Rd. The 

applicant will add seven (7) Chinese Pistache, two (2) Crape Myrtles, Texas Sage, Brick Nose Rose, 

Dwarf Abelia, Sunshine Privet, Dwarf Hollies, Indian Hawthorn, Liriope, and Bermuda sod.  Lowe’s 

will be responsible for the plantings and maintenance of the two new landscape islands on the 

Lowe’s property.  

  

The building elevations indicate a black and beige brick building with a blue metal canopy and 

storefront glass. The applicant is requesting building signage on the north and south elevation 

and a monument sign that is eight (8) ft. in height with 36 sq. ft of signage per face. 
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Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:  

 

Reviewing the site plan is a direct representation of Council’s goal for Redevelopment.
