1. Call to Order – The meeting was called to order at 8:13 a.m. 

 

City Manager Clay Caruthers provided a brief overview of the agenda and noted the 

purpose of Strategic Planning is to focus on purposeful goals.  He noted numerous 

accomplishments, new programs and projects over the past twenty years and that only 3 

positions had been added while adding the additional services.  Facilitator Joe Gonzalez 

noted his privilege to work with Council for numerous years and stressed there has been a 

lot of good work and leadership over the years.

3. Review and discussion of City of Hurst Strategic Planning Document including but not 

limited to discussions pertaining to key elements, accomplishments and priorities 

(Facilitator – Joe Gonzalez, The Management Connection) 

 

The Management Connection facilitator Joe Gonzalez led Council through a discussion 

regarding the Strategic Planning document including review of policy statement and 

strategies, which support the strategic plan foundation including the Vision and Mission 

Statement, and Community Values.  Mr. Gonzales tied the recent citizen survey results to 

the effective leadership of the Council, again reiterating the importance of the Council as 

a governing body, being a role model and that effective leadership equals results.  He 

provided a note card summarizing everything good about Hurst including exceptional 

leadership and organizational culture, financial strength and responsible governance, 

community-focused service excellence, proactive public safety and code enforcement and 

a vibrant community environment, infrastructure and community partnerships.

City Manager Clay Caruthers provided an overview of the citizen survey changes noting 

additional services utilized with additional tools for additional customer service focus.  

Public Information Officer Kara McKinney provided a summary of the citizen survey 

comparing the last three years in number of surveys completed, filters to explore, various 

measurements of the survey, key takeaways and notable insights.  Ms. McKinney noted 

Hurst citizens are generally satisfied with the quality of life in the City and view Hurst 
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positively as a place to live, retire, and raise a family.  She reviewed other key takeaways 

including keeping taxes reasonable, maintain neighborhood safety, and strengthening 

code enforcement and city cleanliness.  Traffic issues and infrastructure maintenance also 

rank among the most important concerns.  Also reviewed were mixed feelings on 

economic development and satisfaction with city services being strong overall.  Ms. 

McKinney reviewed additional key findings and noted 94% of residents are satisfied with 

the overall quality of life in Hurst and 91% said they are satisfied with the services for 

what they are paying in taxes.  Also noted was the survey company OnPointe Insights 

were very impressed with the positive survey results.  That they conduct surveys all over 

the country and said Hurst really has something positive going.  Councilmembers 

discussed various survey results and utilization of the data for customer service. 

 

5. Discussion of strategic planning initiatives relative to policy and legislative update, 

customer service initiatives, economic conditions, focus and budget impacts 

 

City Manager Clay Caruthers and staff reviewed strategic planning initiatives relative to 

policy and legislative update, customer service initiatives, economic conditions, focus 

and budget impacts.  Budget & CIP Administrator Alex Carpenter and Assistant City 

Manager Clayton Fulton reviewed the budget calendar and explained the many laws for 

compliance during the process.  Mr. Caruthers reviewed programs and tax rates noting to 

just maintain current service levels will probably require some additional tax rate to meet 

inflation.   

 

Mayor Wilson recessed the meeting at 11:30 and reconvened at 12:11 p.m. 

 

City Manager Clay Caruthers reviewed items impacting local government budgets 

including federal and state legislation, economic conditions and declining revenue 

sources.  He noted Governor Abbott’s common-sense spending limits and that in Hurst 

the twenty-year average population versus inflation is 3.51%.  He reviewed various 

graphs noting some increases and some decreases over the twenty-year period but 

reiterated Hurst aims budget efforts on local needs and are not nationally focused.  He 

noted complexity in the numbers from 2005 through the end of 2025 and noted the 

budget is two factors, programs and revenues.  He reviewed revenue sources noting they 

are down or trending down and requires leaning on the property tax to maintain the 

service levels expected by the citizens.  He reviewed the many factors for the decrease in 

revenue and also the impact of continued inflation on costs of services. Mr. Caruthers and 

Mr. Fulton reviewed the priority-based budgeting model presented to Council last year 

noting the foundation is to establish priorities, identify programs, cost programs and then 

score programs. Mr. Caruthers noted the budgeting model is not a solution to the 

challenges, but gives a road map for staff.  He reviewed preliminary budget focus, 

infrastructure needs and debt capacity.  He noted that every day staff is discussing and 

focusing on common sense budgeting and spending. He stated as staff and Council work 

towards the budget workshop, Council has the opportunity to ask any questions if they 

have concerns regarding population versus inflation and the tax rate.  Council discussed 

balancing the needs, revenue possibilities and outsourcing.

Background/Budget Analysis:  

 

An application has been made by Carson Hardwick, P.E., with The Renaissance Professional Park, 

for a site plan approval on Lot 1R1, Block 3 Hurstview Addition, being 1.48 acres located at 400 

W. Hurst Boulevard. The property is zoned TX-10 PD (TX-10 Multi-Use Planned Development). 

 

The applicant is requesting a site plan in order to construct a general office with 3,600 square 

feet and warehouse with 4,600 sq. ft. for Gulf Coast Pavers. The site will also include a leasable 

office building with 5,500 sq. ft.  Gulf Coast Pavers specializes in the design and installation of 

pavers, permeable paver systems, pedestal paver systems, and retaining walls. 

 

The site plan indicates two driveways on Hurstview Drive and improvements to the existing drive 

on Hurst Blvd. The property will be accented with pavers at the driveway entrance, warehouse 

area, and walkways around the structures. Sidewalks will be added to Hurstview Dr. and Hurst 

Blvd.  

 

The tree removal plan shows 318 caliper inches to be removed under the building footprint and 

429 caliper inches to be mitigated onsite. The landscape plan indicates the preservation of 19 

Live Oaks throughout the development. The applicant will add two (2) Red Oaks, two (2) Bald 

Cypress, five (5) Cedar Elm, Texas Gold Columbine, Blue Grama, Common Sedge, Damianita, 

Southern Shield Fern, Juniper, Microburst Texas Sage, Pale-Leaf Yucca, LilyTurf, and Bermuda 

sod.    

  

The building elevations indicate a gray and beige brick veneer and metal with storefront glass.  

The applicant is requesting building signage on the front elevations and a multi-tenant 

monument sign on the corner of Hurstview and Hurst Blvd.  All signs will meet the required zoning 

regulations. 
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Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:
