Assistant City Manager Clayton Fulton provided an overview of this item. Mr. Fulton
explained Public Safety remains a top priority as reflected in the recent citizen survey and
as such, the proposed resolution would allow the City to use bond proceeds to replace a
front line fire department truck with a new pumper truck. City Manager Clay Caruthers
explained fire apparatus’ are kept on the front line for 10 years and then 10 years as a
backup reserve vehicle.

In response to Council questions, Mr. Caruthers explained the truck going into reserve was
on the front line for more than 10 years due to supply chain issues. Mr. Fulton also
confirmed the City did not issue debt until right before receipt of the new pumper truck
which will be in a few weeks, and the debt funds do help the City pay for the new pumper.

City Manager Review:

Background/Budget Analysis:

City staff is proposing to amend Chapter 27-21(j) of the Hurst Code of Ordinances by adding
Section (j)(7). The dumpster enclosure amendments are intended to provide convenient, safe,
and authorized access to dispose of daily trash without having to open the large, heavy main
gates designed for garbage trucks. The large doors are frequently left open and trash is permitted
to blow around the complex and neighborhood.

A separate, smaller pedestrian door can be secured with a keycard, keypad, or key lock, ensuring
that only authorized people can enter. This helps prevent illegal dumping by unauthorized
individuals and keeps strangers out of the dumpster area. It separates pedestrian foot traffic from
heavy vehicle traffic. When access is quick and easy, the main, larger gates are more likely to
remain locked, deterring the public from throwing large objects away, which can lead to
overcapacity, overflow, and costly fees.

Commercial businesses will be required to construct all new dumpsters according to the new
adopted details. Multi-family properties will have one year after adoption to bring the complex
into compliance.

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:

Amending this zoning chapter is a direct representation of Council’s goal of Community and
Economic Vitality.

Recommendation:

Based upon Planning and Zoning Commission vote of 4-0, the recommendation is City Council
move to approve Ordinance 2624, second reading, amending Chapter 27 Section 27-21 by
adding subsection 27-21(j)(7) providing regulations for pedestrian access to dumpster
enclosures.




ORDINANCE 2624

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CITY OF HURST CODE OF
ORDINANCES SECTION 27-21 BY ADDING SUBSECTION 27-21(j)(7)
PROVIDING REGULATIONS FOR PEDESTRIAN ACCESSIBILITY TO
DUMPSTER ENCLOSURES PROVIDING A CLAUSE RELATING TO
SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN
EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS, the City of Hurst is authorized to regulate the use of land in order
to lessen congestion, secure public safety, and promote health
and general welfare among other reasons; and

WHEREAS, the City Council wishes to adopt special development controls
relative to dumpster screening and enclosures requirements to
maintain the quality and integrity of neighborhood aesthetics;
and

The access
door must be a minimum of 3 feet in width and 7 ft. in height and
a gate easily accessible to a pedestrian.

THAT this ordinance shall be cumulative of all other ordinances of
the City of Hurst, Texas, and shall not repeal any of the provisions
of said ordinances except in those instances where provisions of
those ordinances which are in direct conflict with the provisions of
this ordinance.

THAT any person who fails to comply with any of the provisions of
this ordinance shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and upon
conviction thereof shall be fined in a sum not to exceed Two
Thousand Dollars ($2,000.00) and a separate offense shall be
deemed committed upon each day during or on which a violation
occurs or continues.

THAT if any section, article, paragraph, sentence, clause, phrase
or word in this ordinance, or application thereto any person or
circumstances is held invalid or unconstitutional by a Court or
competent jurisdiction, such holding shall not affect the validity of
the remaining portions of this ordinance; and the City Council
hereby declares it would have passed such remaining portions of
the ordinance despite such invalidity, which remaining portions
shall remain in full force and effect.

THAT all ordinances or any parts thereof in conflict with the terms
of this ordinance shall be and hereby are deemed repealed and of
no force or effect.

THAT this ordinance shall become effective from and after the date
of its final passage.

City Manager Review:

Background/Budget Analysis:

The Hurst Recreation Center serves as a cornerstone community asset, supporting a broad range
of health, wellness, and community engagement services. The facility currently maintains
approximately 2,900 active memberships, supports over 95,000 annual visits, and hosts more
than 1,300 participants in structured programming annually. These sustained usage levels place
ongoing operational demand on high-traffic interior spaces, particularly restrooms, fitness areas,
and common-use surfaces.

Staff has identified a series of targeted interior improvements to address aging infrastructure,
improve durability, and enhance the overall appearance of key service areas. The proposed scope
includes updates to the lobby restrooms, including replacing original partitions in the men’s and
women’s restrooms with durable, solid-plastic systems to extend their useful life and reduce
maintenance requirements, and installing new countertops with undermount sinks.

Additional improvements include removing the existing carpet in the cardio room, grinding and
staining the concrete floor to create a durable, modern surface, and installing perimeter sound-
dampening wall protection with metal trim to match existing finishes and protect high-traffic
areas.

The total project cost is estimated at $63,912, which includes an approximate 10% contingency
and allowances for flooring, painting, and furniture, fixtures, and equipment (FFE) to address
minor enhancements following completion of the primary scope. The project will utilize two
contractors: Double D Contracting will perform construction services through an interlocal
agreement with the City of North Richland Hills and Vector Concepts, Inc. will provide flooring
improvements through the BuyBoard Cooperative Purchasing program, in compliance with State
purchasing requirements.

The Parks and Recreation Board was informed of the proposed improvement project at their April
16, 2026, meeting. Staff will work with the contractors to immediately get the supplies ordered
and complete the work in mid-August.




Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:

In an effort to remain a vibrant community, this project addresses the City Council’s Strategic
Priorities for Community and Economic Vitality, Infrastructure, Innovation, and Leadership by
reinvesting in the City’s Recreation facilities.

Recommendation:

Staff recommends City Council authorize the city manager to complete the Recreation Center
improvements project utilizing Double D Contracting, Vector Concepts, Inc., and approved City
contractors for an amount not to exceed $63,912.

Background/Budget Analysis:

An application has been made by Wade Harden, with Flytrex Drone Delivery for a site plan revision
on Lot 1, Block 1 Pipeline Plaza Addition, being 4.3 acres located at 1121 W. Pipeline Road. The
property is zoned GB-PD (General Business Planned Development). The applicant is requesting the
site plan revision in order to develop a new drone delivery business with an enclosure and a
storage shed behind the Pipeline Plaza retail strip center. The enclosure will cover 26 parking
spaces that are not utilized.

Flytrex has three (3) other drone delivery operations in Wylie, Little ElIm, and Granbury. They will
offer food, beverage, and retail delivery services from a variety of partner retailers within a three
(3) mile radius. The Flytrex drone operates remotely. The drone is programmed to pick-up from
the merchant, deliver to the address, then return to the home base. There are no employees that
will office from the launch site.

The site plan indicates a screened enclosure in the parking area south of the retail building and a
storage shed in an existing landscape island adjacent to the enclosure. There is no landscape plan
on file for the retail center. The applicant is proposing to plant 16 Texas Sage and two (2) Red
Yucca around the perimeter of the storage shed. The area is irrigated.

The proposed drone launch pad is 4,680 square feet in area with a six (6) ft. chain-link fence
enclosure. The storage shed is 288 sq. ft. and is constructed of wood siding. There is no signage
requested.

Hurst Way/Strategic Priorities:

Amending this zoning chapter is a direct representation of Council’s goal of Community and
Economic Vitality.




Recommendation:

Based upon Planning and Zoning Commission vote of 4-0, the recommendation is City Council
move to approve Ordinance 2625, first reading, Flytrex Drone Delivery.
